Putting in your spring garden? To keep your
nails from developing a dirt problem, use this
classic tip: Rake your nails over a bar of soap. It
“seals” the gap underneath, and later when you
wash your hands, the soap slips right out, no
need to spend time scrubbing out the dirt!

Add these to the list of items to eliminate the
odor of cooking cabbage: a heel of bread, a whole
walnut or a pinch of baking soda.

Love beans but trying to save a little money?
Don’t be intimidated by dry beans. Just rinse
them and chuck them in the slow cooker. Add
water according to package directions and
cook on low for up to eight hours.

In 2023, the KCRCC-backed board cut hours, closed libraries on Sundays, and slashed
programs despite public opposition. In 2024, 13 staff were laid off — all justified by refusing
the routine 3% tax increase. Yet in 2026, the board took the 3% increase anyway, then
approved a $32,000 raise for the library director and a $127,901 office lease. After years of
cuts and layoffs, taxpayers deserve to ask: whose interests were really being protected?

Series of Montana
Poaching Crimes Leads to
Lifetime Loss of Hunting
and Fishing Privileges for
Tennessee Man

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

HAMILTON- Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks game
wardens report that Jerry “Trey” Truitt III of Ten-
nessee was recently sentenced for wildlife poaching
crimes committed in Ravalli County, resulting in a
lifetime loss of hunting and fishing privileges. Truitt
also had a prior history of poaching convictions in
Ravalli and Lake Counties.

The most recent case concluded April 2 in Rav-
alli County Justice Court where Truitt pleaded no
contest on five criminal counts related to poaching
crimes he committed in 2024 and 2025. Truitt was
convicted on two counts of unlawful possession of
wildlife (turkey and sandhill crane), one count of
hunting without a license, one count of criminal
trespass, and one count for hunting during a closed
season. Truitt hunted for turkeys without a license
and killed a sandhill crane in Ravalli County, where
there is not a season for cranes.

The original Montana case against Truitt related
to poaching crimes he committed in 2024 in Rav-
alli County. He was originally convicted in Ravalli

County Justice Court in April 2025 on two counts of
hunting without a license and two counts of unlaw-
ful possession of a game animal. He killed an ant-
lerless elk and antlerless white-tailed deer in West
Fork of the Bitterroot without a license.

In 2025 Truitt also pleaded guilty in Lake Coun-
ty Justice Court for obstruction of justice, using a
license issued to another person, and violation of
Commission rules and regulations related to unlaw-
fully hunting waterfowl on Ninepipe Wildlife Man-
agement Area in 2024.

Ravalli County Game Wardens Taylor Gagnon and
Shane Yaskus, and Warden Sergeant Lou Royce, led
the Ravalli County investigations, and Warden Jake
Pickens led the Lake County case. The earlier cases
resulted in fines and restitution owed and some loss
of hunting and fishing privileges, with the final sen-
tencing bumping that into a lifetime loss.

“We would like to thank both county attorney’s of-
fices for all of their work through the years on these
cases,” said FWP Region 2 Warden Captain, Kyle
Miller. “The Ravalli County Attorney’s Office, and
particularly Deputy County Attorney David Lakin,
dedicated a lot of time and energy to these cases,
and we appreciate his extra efforts.”

FWP game wardens say that wildlife crime investi-
gations like this one are often initiated or solved be-
cause of leads from the public. Visit tipmont.mt.gov
for more information on reporting natural resource
crimes and who to contact in your local area.

Camping closed at
Swinging Bridge FAS
May 1st-July 23rd

BILLINGS — Swinging Bridge Fishing Access Site
(FAS), located on the Stillwater River south of Co-
lumbus, will be closed to camping from May 1 to
July 23. The site restriction was approved by the
Montana Fish and Wildlife Commission on April
16th.

Swinging Bridge FAS is located downstream of
Whitebird FAS. Both sites are popular with boat-
ers, recreationists, and anglers, especially in the
spring and summer. Whitebird FAS is currently
limited to walk-in access only due to structural
damage on the access bridge into the site. This
restriction at Whitebird FAS will be in place until
the bridge is repaired or replaced and is safe for
public use.

Swinging Bridge FAS will likely experience in-
creased public and commercial use due to dis-
placement of boaters, recreationists and anglers
from Whitebird FAS. The restriction closes camp-
ing at Swinging Bridge FAS to allow for increased
day-use of the site from May 1 until July 23, 2026,
to reduce conflicts through peak rafting and rec-
reation season on the Stillwater River.
