Validation Stickers No 
Longer Needed For 

Watercraft In Montana
— Montana Fish, Wildlife, & Parks —

As a reminder, boaters in Montana no longer 
need a validation decal from Montana Fish, Wild-
life & Parks.

This validation was a free sticker that boat own-
ers had to get every three years from FWP. The 
reason for the validation was a requirement by 
the U.S. Coast Guard that allowed FWP to secure 
federal boating safety funds. However, the Coast 
Guard requirements changed, and Montana was 
no longer compliant. Rather than ask Montana 
boat owners to get an annual validation, Gov. Gi-
anforte, FWP and lawmakers decided last year to 
remove the requirement all together.

Along with removing the vessel validation re-
quirement, other pieces of boating law were 
cleaned up, including:

• Clarifying that on personal watercraft, life jack-
ets simply need to be Coast Guard approved.

• Updating navigation and right-of-way rules to 
mirror those on federal waterways.

• Increasing the threshold for reporting a boat-
ing accident from $100 to $2,000.

On June 1, 1926, Norma Jeane Mortenson, who 
would later become famous as the voluptuous, 
platinum-blond actress and sex symbol Marilyn 
Monroe, was born in Los Angeles, California.

On June 2, 1985, LEOnard Lake was arrested 
near San Francisco, California, ending one of the 
rare examples of serial killers working together. 
Lake and his partner, Charles Ng, committed a 
number of brutal crimes against young women in 
the 1980s. Lake committed suicide by ingesting a 
cyanide capsule while in custody, but Ng has re-
mained on death row at San Quentin State Prison 
since 1999.

On June 3, 1754, Lieutenant Colonel George 
Washington began construction of the makeshift 
Fort Necessity, designed to defend his forces from 
French soldiers angered by the killing of Ensign 
Joseph Coulon de Jumonville by Washington’s Na-
tive American ally while he was in Washington’s 
custody. A month later, the French, led by Jumon-
ville’s half-brother, succeeded in getting Washing-
ton’s surrender and signed confession (in French, 
which he didn’t read) to the murder.

On June 4, 1972, Angela Davis, an activist and 
former UCLA philosophy professor, was acquitted 
on charges of conspiracy, murder and kidnapping. 
She had been accused of supplying weapons to 
Jonathan Jackson, who had stormed a courtroom 
in an effort to take hostages he hoped to exchange 
for his brother, a radical incarcerated at San 
Quentin. Jackson died in the subsequent police 
shootout.

On June 5, 2004, Ronald Reagan died, a decade 
after his announcement that he had been diag-
nosed with Alzheimer’s disease. Nicknamed the 
“Great Communicator” and one of America’s most 
popular presidents, he had lived out his fi nal years 
on his beloved ranch with his wife, Nancy, and was 
laid to rest at the Ronald Reagan Presidential LI-
BRAry in Simi Valley, California.

On June 6, 1933, eager viewers parked at the 
very fi rst drive-in movie theater, the Camden 
Drive-In, in Pennsauken, New Jersey, to watch the 
English comedy “Wives Beware,” starring Adolphe 
Menjou.

On June 7, 1692, a massive earthquake de-
stroyed the town of Port Royal in Jamaica, killing 
thousands. Aftershocks discouraged the possibili-
ty of rebuilding, and the city of Kingston was con-
structed instead.

Eventually, shredded coconut re-
placed the almond fl our. Because they did not con-
tain any fl our, Jews in Italy ate them as treats during 
Passover. These cookies are now a traditional Pass-
over treat in Jewish households throughout the 
world. 

A macaroon seem more like a cake than a cookie. In 
fact, one of the very fi rst mentions of the macaroon 
in America was in a cookbook called, “Mrs. Esther 
Levy’s Jewish Cookery Book” in 1871. The cookbook 
was the fi rst Jewish cookbook published in Ameri-
ca. The cookbook had no category for cookies, so the 
macaroon recipe was placed in the cake chapter.

They’re your sites, enjoy them and protect them

These sites are popular for obvious reasons – Ida-
hoans love to get outdoors for hunting, fi shing and 
other outdoor recreation. People should use and en-
joy these access sites and follow these simple rules:

• Quick in/quick out when launching or retrieving 
boats and other watercraft at ramps.

• Don’t block ramps or docks and try not to impede 
people launching and retrieving their boats.

• Don’t camp at fi shing and boating access sites 
unless signs show camping is allowed.  

• Don’t litter (pack in/pack out).

• If you see any illegal activities, report it by calling 
the local sheriff’s offi ce.

Protecting these sites not only makes them more 
enjoyable to use (nobody enjoys a trashed out-
house), it also stretches funds to maintain and im-
prove them. 

Maintaining and improving boating access

In each region, Recreation Site Maintenance Fore-
man are tasked with general maintenance of sites 
which can include restroom cleaning, road and 
parking lot grading, fencing, vegetation manage-
ment and weed control, dam maintenance, painting, 
sign replacement and routine repairs. Each year, 
Fish and Game also oversees the complete overhaul 
of several sites, which often requires engineering 
design, permitting, hiring contractors and construc-
tion oversight.

F&G Provides Hundreds 
of Boating Access Sites— 
Asks People to Use Them 

Responsibly
— Idaho Fish and Game —

Idaho has an abundance of rivers, natural lakes, 
ponds and reservoirs, and Idaho Fish and Game 
provides about 400 recreation sites throughout the 
state that allows access to these waterways for fi sh-
ing, boating, hunting, trapping and more. 

Access for today and the future

Anglers and prospective anglers say fi shing access 
management is important to them, so it’s also a high 
priority for Fish and Game. One of the best ways 
to fi nding access sites is through Idaho Fish and 
Game’s Fishing Planner, which provides a wealth of 
information about fi shing sites in the state, includ-
ing boating access. 

Most of these access sites charge no fees because 
they’re mostly user funded through fi shing and 
hunting license fees, taxes paid on fi shing and hunt-
ing equipment, gas taxes paid by boaters, and other 
small funding sources. 

Fish and Game spent $2.8 million in 2025 to op-
erate, maintain, and improve fi shing and boating 
access in Idaho; the large majority of which is dedi-
cated to personnel salaries. Access sites range from 
small parking lots for walk-in fi shing to full-ser-
vice recreation complexes that include boat ramps, 
docks, restrooms, large parking lots, campgrounds, 
lighting, and more.

Fish and Game also continually looks for opportu-
nities to secure property or form partnership agree-
ments for new site development, while recognizing 
that suffi cient staffi ng and funding must be avail-
able to do so. With so many waterways in Idaho, the 
department can’t do it alone, so it partners with lo-
cal, state, federal and private landowners to provide 
public access.

batteries use fewer materials, and could reduce 
climate impacts by 39 percent compared to lithi-
um-ion batteries.

The environmental implications of moving to sol-
id-state EV batteries are signifi cant. As demand 
for EVs keeps rising, reducing the carbon footprint 
associated with their production and operation be-
comes imperative. Solid-state batteries can help by 
offering a cleaner and more effi cient energy stor-
age solution. With nonrenewable energy sources a 
major contributor to climate change, the adoption 
of solid-state batteries in EVs aligns with global ef-
forts to mitigate the impact of transportation on the 
environment.

Moreover, the development of solid-state batter-
ies is driving innovation in the automotive industry. 
Companies investing in research and development 
to improve the performance and cost-effectiveness 
of solid-state batteries are likely to spearhead the 
next wave of EV technology and lead to more afford-
able and accessible EVs, making them a viable op-
tion for a broader segment of the population.

So far, Toyota is leading the race to develop sol-
id-state batteries. Volkswagen, Hyundai, Nissan and 
Honda are also developing their own solid-state bat-
teries. And several smaller companies—Schaeffl er, 
QuantumScape, SolidEnergy Systems, Solid Power, 
Sila Nanotechnologies, Albemarle and Ilika, to name 
a few—are dedicated to developing solid state batter-
ies that can be mass produced inexpensively.

However, challenges remain in scaling up the 
production of solid-state batteries to meet growing 
demand for EVs. Manufacturers need to overcome 
various production costs and scalability issues. Pro-
ponents of the technology are pushing for govern-
ment support to help bolster R&D and commercial-
ization efforts so that someday in the future we can 
have EVs with the safest, greenest batteries possible.

Dear EarthTalk: Are solid-state electric vehicle (EV) 
batteries a solution to some of the issues with the 
lithium-ion batteries powering our EVs today?
– Jack Whitcore, Salem, OR  

Solid-state batteries have emerged as a promising 
technological advancement that could potentially 
revolutionize the EV industry. As concerns about 
climate change intensify, there is a growing need to 
transition away from nonrenewable energy sources, 
not only in power generation but also in transporta-
tion. The widespread adoption of solid-state batter-
ies could play a key role in driving the prevalence of 
EVs, offering a cleaner and more sustainable alter-
native to fossil fuel-powered cars.

To understand the signifi cance of solid-state bat-
teries for EVs, one needs to grasp the current chal-
lenges with lithium-ion batteries—the main energy 
storage technology in EVs today. They have many 
drawbacks: limited energy storage, fi re safety con-
cerns, short lifespans and a huge carbon footprint 
due to the mining of lithium and other heavy met-
als. These have prompted researchers to explore 
alternatives.

Solid-state batteries address many issues by re-
placing the liquid electrolyte in lithium-ion batter-
ies with a solid electrolyte. This cuts the risk of fi res, 
and allows for more storage. And the solid-states 
have a lower carbon footprint than the lithium-ions 
and have longer lifespans, so they’re a more durable 
and sustainable EV option. According to the Centre

The release site in Unit 7 in the Panhandle Elk 
Zone is an area where Fish and Game’s current 
management plan calls for increasing elk numbers. 
Fish and Game staff will monitor whether these 34 
elk remain in Unit 7, integrate with existing herds, 
and track survival and movements. 

Habitat changes, predation, and low calf-to-cow 
ratios have reduced elk numbers in the area. Those 
challenges remain, and although adding 34 elk into 
Unit 7 will not meaningfully increase this elk popu-
lation, the hope is that these elk will survive, repro-
duce, and contribute to the herd in the long term.

“This is an experimental approach to addressing 
depredation, and we want to be honest about it,” 
said Regional Supervisor Josh Royse. “This is a sit-
uation where we’ve used every other tool in the tool-
kit to address this depredation issue, and we haven’t 
moved the needle. We tried something new, and we 
will evaluate both the cost and success of this project 
to decide where and when translocation may be an 
appropriate tool to reach for again.” 

Fish and Game staff fi rst discussed this project 
during the January meeting of the Idaho Fish and 
Game Commission. The Big Willow resident herd 
has grown to about 350 animals over the past fi ve 
years and caused more than $1 million in crop dam-
age among fi ve landowners last year. Hunters har-
vested about 150 elk on these private properties 
last year using general-season Weiser River Zone 
tags and Landowner Permission Hunts. Despite the 
harvest, annual calf production in the herd remains 
high and hunting alone hasn’t reduced the herd. 

Another phase of the project — lethal removal of 
approximately 60 more elk from this nonmigratory 
herd by USDA Wildlife Services – is planned for later 
this summer. Elk will be processed and distributed 
to Idaho food banks by Idaho Hunters Feeding the 
Hungry.

F & G Staff  Move 34 Elk 
from Big Willow Drainage 
in Southwest Idaho to the 

Panhandle

Idaho Fish and Game crews recently captured 37 
elk over two days from a nonmigratory herd that has 
caused signifi cant agricultural damage on private 
land northwest of Emmett for years, and released 34 
of them in the Panhandle Region’s Unit 7. All the elk 
that were moved are cows.

From a helicopter, Fish and Game staff sedated elk 
with a dart gun. The elk were then carried by heli-
copter to a processing site, where staff fi tted the 
animals with GPS collars, conducted health checks, 
loaded them into trailers, and then drove them 
about 8 hours to the release site in the Panhandle. 
The operation required substantial staff time, con-
tracted work with two helicopters, and risks to both 
staff and animals. 

Crews captured 22 elk on May 4th, and another 15 
elk on May 5th, from private land in the Big Willow 
Creek area in Unit 32. Three elk died during trans-
port from capture-related causes, a known risk due 
to the stress of handling and reaction to sedation, 
which Fish and Game staff worked to minimize.

• Carry bear spray and know how to use it.

• Hike in groups of three or more people. Avoid 
hiking after dark, or at dawn or dusk, when bears 
are most active. Use extra caution in places where 
visibility or hearing is limited, such as bushy ar-
eas near streams.

• Be alert. See the bear before you surprise it. 
Watch for fresh tracks, scat, and feeding sites 
(signs of digging, rolled rocks, torn-up logs, 
ripped-open ant hills).

• Make noise. When hiking, periodically yell “Hey 
bear!” to alert bears to your presence, especial-
ly when walking through dense vegetation/blind 
spots, traveling upwind, near loud streams, or on 
windy days. Avoid thick brush whenever possi-
ble. Bears often use the same trails hikers do, and 
are attracted to sources of food like berry patches 
or carcasses.

• View and photograph all wildlife from a distance. 
You should never come closer than 100 yards to 
a bear.

Hiking with a can of Bear Spray

“When bears learn they can fi nd easy meals around 
homes or campgrounds, it increases the likelihood 
of confl icts that can be dangerous for people and 
harmful to bears,” says James Brower, Regional 
Communications Manager. “Properly storing attrac-
tants is the most effective way to keep you safe and 
bears wild.”

F&G Reminds Public How 
Simple Steps Can Keep 

You Safe In Bear Country
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

As bears have emerged from winter dens across 
Idaho, Fish and Game is reminding residents and 
visitors in bear country to stay Bear Aware and take 
simple steps to prevent attracting bears into neigh-
borhoods, campsites, and recreation areas.

Early spring is an especially sensitive time for 
bears. After months of hibernation, they are actively 
searching for food, yet natural food sources are of-
ten limited. Unsecured garbage, pet food, backyard 
bird feeders, and other human-related attractants 
can quickly become an irresistible draw that brings 
bears face-to-face with humans.

Fish and Game recommends the following steps to 
avoid confl icts between humans and bears:

Living in Bear Country

• Secure garbage in bear-resistant containers or 
store it indoors or in a hard-sided, locked build-
ing until the morning of pickup.

• Remove bird feeders completely, or only use them 
when bears are hibernating (November–March).

• Store pet food and livestock feed inside or in a 
hard-sided, locked building. Clean up any spilled 
food.

• Keep BBQ grills clean and store them in a secure 
location.

• Protect livestock, beehives, fruit trees, and com-
post with electric fencing.

Keep food and anything with a scent out of tents.
