  Stack Caprese Salad With 
Couscous in a Tin Can

When it’s time to prep a dinner meal this week, get 
your kids stacking the green, white and red layers of 
fresh basil, mozzarella and tomato. If they say that 
their culinary creation reminds them of winter’s 
Christmas colors, guide them to a photo of the tri-
color green, white and red Italian fl ag. You’ll be on 
a fresh course into a new season of the year -- and 
globally for that matter! This fun-to-make version 
using a surprise ingredient -- couscous -- is a tasty 
spring and summertime twist on Italy’s traditional 
caprese salad.

I’ve always believed in using the right tools for the 
right job. In this recipe, it’s four recycled aluminum 
cans.

Beer Bottles
For many people, a cold beer on a warm evening is 

a favorite summer indulgence. But if you look back 
far enough in history, beer wasn’t an indulgence; it 
was part of a healthy diet. There are written records 
of beer brewing from as early as 5,000 years ago. 

Before reliable sanitation systems, beer was saf-
er to drink than water; in addition to the antiseptic 
properties of alcohol, brewing beer requires boil-
ing the water. Beer was also considered a source 
of nourishing starches. Like bread, it is made from 
grains and yeast. 

In fact, beer is sometimes called “Liquid Bread,” 
as seen on this Anheuser-Busch bottle from about 
1890. It isn’t just any malt drink; the label states 
that “Combining the most palatable qualities of a re-
freshing drink with the invigorating and wholesome 
properties of the fi nest malt tonics, thus presenting 
a desirable beverage, suitable alike to invalids and 
persons in perfect health.” 

David Nicholson, a St. Louis physician, created 
Liquid Bread to be bottled by Anheuser-Busch. It 
had a very low alcohol content, 1.9%, making it, at 
least at the time, appropriate for “nursing mothers,” 
“children naturally feeble,” “convalescents suffering 
from malnutrition,” and even “ladies of the most 
fastidious palates,” according to advertisements. 

Today, the nutritional value of the drink pales in 
comparison to the collectible, not to mention the 
monetary value of its cobalt blue bottle. This one, 
with its label intact, sold for $1,440 at Potter & Potter 
Auctions, more than quadrupling its high estimate 
of $300.

vitamin and mineral supplement. Shortly after-
ward, I came across a magazine advertisement for 
AREDS2, which included a disclaimer from the 
Food and Drug Administration (in fi ne print, iron-
ically) stating that the product is “not intended to 
diagnose, treat, cure or prevent any disease.”

I’m confused. If the over-the-counter mineral 
supplement doesn’t do any of this, then of what 
value is it, and why take it? The disclaimer was 
easy to overlook and nearly impossible to read. 
-- E.D.

ANSWER: You are very wise to look at the dis-
claimer, and I appreciate your asking me. The FDA 
requires this disclaimer on all supplements, even 
ones with strong evidence that supports them. I of-
ten refer readers to this disclaimer when I’m trying 
to give them a realistic expectation of the benefi t 
that a person can get from a supplement.

In this particular case, however, there is strong ev-
idence that the AREDS and AREDS2 formulations of 
over-the-counter supplemental vitamins and min-
erals do slow the progression of dry-type AMD. I 
agree with your ophthalmologist that it’s worthwhile 
for you to take this formulation. I recommend the 
AREDS2 formulation for current or former smokers, 
as the beta-carotene in the original AREDS formula-
tion was associated with an increase in lung cancer 
risk.

I do want to emphasize that you should only take 
these supplements when your eye professional rec-
ommends them. They aren’t of proven benefi t in 
people who don’t have AMD, nor in people with very 
early AMD.

There are mixed data about prostate cancer risk 
with vitamin E, which is in both the AREDS and 
AREDS2 formulations. The AREDS trials didn’t show 
any increased risk of prostate cancer with these for-
mulations, but a 2011 trial did show a small increase 
in prostate cancer with the same dose of vitamin E 
that was used in the AREDS trials. Other studies have 
shown both small protection and no change in risk.

Still, because there’s a potential for risk, the AREDS 
supplements should only be taken when prescribed 
by your regular doctor or eye doctor.

Weighing Whether A Nerve Block 
Is Right for Case of Arthritis

DEAR DR. ROACH: I have bad knee arthritis. My 
doctor is suggesting a genicular nerve block. Is 
this a good idea? Will it fi x the problem? -- P.O.V.

ANSWER: Chronic knee pain from osteoarthritis is 
a common problem in middle-aged and older adults. 
Before a person receives treatment, the diagnosis 
should be confi rmed by an X-ray. First-line treat-
ments are exercise and anti-infl ammatory drugs, 
like naproxen (orally) or diclofenac (topically).

When fi rst-line treatments are ineffective, there 
are other options. Knee injections with steroids have 
long been used, but recent studies cast doubt on 
their effectiveness and raise concern for damage to 
the knee cartilage. Hyaluronic acid and plasma-rich 
platelet injections have been shown in recent trials 
to only be slightly better than saline injections, and 
they are much more expensive. Duloxetine, an an-
tidepressant that has pain-relieving properties, is 
effective for some people but not for everyone.

Before considering knee-replacement surgery, a 
nerve block or ablation of the nerves that carry pain 
information (there are three genicular nerves) can 
be attempted when an expert is available. There is 
signifi cant pain relief from this procedure, although 
the benefi t is greatest within a few weeks and gen-
erally lessens after three to four months. About half 
of the people who got the procedure report being 
“much improved” or “very much improved” after-
ward. It’s generally safe with a low risk of side ef-
fects, and it can be repeated.

DEAR DR. ROACH: I am 81 years old and have 
been diagnosed by my ophthalmologist with 
age-related macular degeneration (the dry type). 
I was advised to start taking the AREDS2 eye

Elk Creek Reservoir – 6,000 Rainbow Trout. A 
forested road parallels the entire west side of this 
reservoir for easy access to fi shing areas, with four 
fi shing docks and a boat ramp. The east side of the 
reservoir provides great boat fi shing opportunities 
where foot access is diffi cult.

Fenn Pond – 1,000 Rainbow Trout. If you visit the 
Selway River and are just looking for a good place 
to harvest some rainbows for dinner, check out this 
pond. It’s located next to the Selway River and offers 
especially good fi shing. The boardwalk and fi shing 
dock offer easy access.

Karolyn’s Pond – 1,000 Rainbow Trout. Located 
at the Clearwater Hatchery’s satellite facility on the 
Red River, this is a pretty pond with grassy banks and 
a dock for fi shing. It’s small enough that an angler 
can cast to any part of the pond from shore. There 
is a Forest Service campground a bit further up Red 
River Road, so make it an overnight camping trip!

Kiwanis Park Pond – 450 Rainbow Trout. This 
convenient community pond is located next to the 
Snake River in Lewiston and is within walking dis-
tance of picnic shelters and a playground. The pond 
is stocked with rainbow trout to maintain high catch 
rates for anglers.

Moose Creek Reservoir – 3,000 Rainbow Trout. 
A shallow lake in rolling timbered hills on Idaho’s 
Birding Trail, this reservoir is ideal for kayaks and 
fl oat tubes. A trail surrounds the lake and nine fi sh-
ing docks provide good shore fi shing opportunities. 
Gas motors are not allowed.

Spring Valley Reservoir – 4,000 Rainbow Trout. 
Surrounded by rolling hills and trees, there is also a 
trail that surrounds the reservoir. In addition, fi sh-
ing docks and platforms increase shoreline access. 
Gas motors are not allowed. This is Stop 35 on the 
Idaho Birding Trail!

White Sands Pond – 800 Rainbow Trout. Also 
known as Powell Pond, it’s located adjacent to the 
scenic Lochsa River just a short distance off High-
way 12.

Winchester Lake – 6,000 Rainbow Trout. Located 
in a beautiful, forested setting, this lake offers very 
easy access. Docks and fi shing platforms enhance 
fi shing opportunities for beginners and accom-
plished anglers. Facilities include a picnic shelter, 
fi sh cleaning station, benches and picnic tables, and 
a variety of camping options.

Many of Idaho’s lakes and ponds are soon going 
to be bolstered with Idaho Fish and Game stocking 
over 243,000 catchable-sized rainbow trout this 
June. Wondering if the stocking trucks are going 
to be backing up to your favorite fi shing hole? We 
asked our Fish and Game hatchery staff to boil down 
some of the most notable stocking highlights com-
ing to your local fi shery this month.

Fishing for stocked rainbow trout can be a great 
way to introduce budding anglers to the sport by 
using simple, inexpensive setups. Many of these 
fi sheries highlighted below are easy to access, fam-
ily-friendly fi shing destinations. All you need to get 
started is a fi shing license, and youth (under 14) fi sh 
for free. If you need a license, purchasing one on the 
fl y is easy to do with your smartphone—and you can 
start fi shing immediately!

Panhandle Region

Day Rock Pond – 600 Rainbow Trout. This is a 
small pond in the Silver Valley where anglers can 
easily fi sh from the shore.

Elsie Lake – 810 Rainbow Trout. Offering excellent 
fi shing for anglers of all levels, you will also fi nd a 
beautiful setting. It’s a drive-to mountain lake but 
the road is mountainous and rough.

Fernan Lake – 5,200 Rainbow Trout. A popular fi sh-
ing spot 10-minutes from downtown Coeur d’Alene, 
anglers of all abilities can enjoy fi shing from fl oating 
docks, miles of shoreline, or from boats.

Gene Day Pond – 1,500 Rainbow Trout. Also known 
as Osburn Pond, this water is stocked regularly so 
catch rates should be good!

Clearwater Region

Deer Creek Reservoir – 3,000 Rainbow Trout. This 
beautiful mountain reservoir was built specifi cal-
ly for trout fi shing. Rainbow trout are stocked in 
this remote setting for high catch rates from shore 
or a boat. Boaters, please observe the no-wake 
restriction.

Deyo Reservoir – 5,000 Nestled amid farms and 
timber, this waterbody provides a great family fi sh-
ing experience. A maintained trail surrounding the 
entire reservoir features seven fi shing docks and 
two large fi shing peninsulas, making it easy to fi nd 
a good place to fi sh. There is also a developed boat 
ramp, picnic shelter, benches, and two handicap-ac-
cessible docks.

Wildlife Habitat Improvement Program (WHIP) 
will open May 18tj and close on June 19. WHIP is 
a state-funded grant program for projects that en-
hance, restore, improve or rehabilitate degraded 
wildlife habitats across Montana.

Awarded grants can be structured to provide fund-
ing for up to fi ve years. Total funding available for 
2026 is approximately $1.8 million. Based on stake-
holder surveys, FWP expects average grant appli-
cations to range from $50,000 to $500,000. Appli-
cations up to the maximum of $1.8 million will also 
be considered. Grant awards are based on eligibility 
and competitive ranking.

To qualify for funding, projects must:

• create habitat uplift or net conservation gain for 
species of conservation need or restore, rehabili-
tate, improve or manage land or water as wildlife 
or aquatic habitat through habitat improvement or 
conservation;

2 pounds ground beef, 85% lean 

1 large onion, grated and

Takeout Without the 
Price Tag: Easy Beef 

Döner at Home

There was a time when takeout 
meant convenience. Now opening 
a delivery app feels like checking 
stock prices. By the time fees, tax-
es and mystery charges pile on, a 
family dinner can feel like a luxu-
ry purchase.

The good news? Some restau-
rant favorites are surprisingly 
easy to re-create at home. Beef 
döner is one of them.

Döner kebab originated in Tur-
key and became a beloved street 
food throughout the Middle East 
and Europe. Traditionally, sea-
soned meat is stacked onto a 
vertical spit, slowly roasted and 
shaved into thin slices as it cooks 
(like gyro). It’s tucked into warm 
bread with fresh vegetables and 
cool, creamy sauces.

The fl avors are rich, savory and 
satisfying, but you don’t need 
special equipment or a trip to a 
specialty market to bring them 
home.

This version keeps things sim-
ple. Ground beef stands in for the 
traditional sliced meat, seasoned 
with warm spices, garlic and a 
little yogurt for tenderness. It’s 
baked, sliced thin, then quick-
ly crisped in a hot pan or under 
the broiler for those signature 
browned edges.

The result tastes like something 
you’d happily order out, except 
for one important difference: It 
costs a fraction of the price.

What makes this meal especial-
ly useful is how far it stretches. 
A couple of pounds of beef can 
become multiple meals when 

your hands or a rolling pin to fl at-
ten the meat into a thin rectangle, 
pressing to remove any air pock-
ets. Starting from the long side, 
tightly roll the parchment and 
meat together (like a jellyroll) to 
form a compact log. Repeat with 
remaining portions.

Transfer the wrapped logs to a 
sheet pan and bake for about 20-
25 minutes, until cooked through.

Let rest for 10 minutes, remove 
the parchment, then slice thin. 
For the best texture, quickly crisp 
the slices in a hot skillet or under 
the broiler.

Serve in warm pita or lavash 
with fresh vegetables and yogurt 
sauce.

ALMOST TZATZIKI SAUCE

Yield: 1 cup

Total Time: 5 mins.

1½ cups plain yogurt 

1 tablespoon lemon juice (or red 
wine vinegar) 

1 garlic clove, fi nely minced 

½ teaspoon salt 

1 teaspoon dried herbs or 1 ta-
blespoon fresh herbs (dill, parsley 
or mint) 

 1/3 cup cucumber, grated and 
squeezed dry

Stir together and adjust season-
ing to taste. Best made ahead.
