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Georgia Angler Reels in
New Idaho Catch-and-
Release Record Brown

Trout
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Idaho’s South Fork Snake River is no stranger
when it comes to productive brown trout fishing.
This trophy river — one of Idaho’s most legendary —
is known to regularly hold brownies, known for their
yellowish bodies and long, angular faces.

Although not native to Idaho’s waters, brown trout
offer some of the most exciting fishing opportunities
you can get from a fly rig.

On May 30, Georgia angler Caroline Langdale got to
experience this firsthand.

“I never dreamed when I started my day of fishing
with Ed Emory of South Fork Lodge that God was go-
ing to bless me with a fish of a lifetime,” Langdale
said.

Fish of a lifetime might be an understatement once
you see the photo for yourself.

During a multiday fishing trip along the South
Fork, Caroline was drifting her rubber legs fly down
a massive hole when she noticed her indicator dip
below the surface. At first, she thought she might’ve
snagged a root ball along the bottom. But after a
nearly 10-minute fight with what she knew must be
a lunker of a trout, her wildest dreams soon mean-
dered its way to the surface.

There on the end of her line was one bruiser of a
brown trout, a 30.5-inch monster she hoisted proud-
ly from the boat. With the help of her guide, Caroline
stretched the brown trout along a tape measure and
instantly was told she might have a shot at the state
record.

Langdale submitted the measurements and photos
to Fish and Game’s Sportfish Coordinator, who ver-
ified the brown’s size and place in the record books.

“What an amazing experience that I will always be
thankful for,” said Caroline Langdale.

Huge browns are rare

While brown trout over 30 inches in the South Fork
Snake River are exceptionally rare, they do exist.

In fact, Fish and Game fisheries surveys captured
a 33-inch brown in 2016 and another 33-inch fish
asrecently as 2024. This is mainly based on electro-
fishing, however.

“Really big fish can be difficult to capture with our
typical survey gear, so there’s likely more of them out
there since the data is a little biased by size,” said
Martin Koenig, Fish and Game’s Sportfishing Pro-
gram Coordinator.

According to fish survey data on the South Fork
Snake River, biologists have recorded measure-
ments of over 57,600 brown trout dating back all the
way to 1986.

In all those years, surveys have documented only
four brown trout over 30 inches. In other words, of
all the brown trout captured during surveys, only
0.007% ever exceed 30 inches — that we know of.

“Even brown trout over 25 inches are rare on the
South Fork, with only 30 brown trout over 25 inch-
es ever recorded in electrofishing surveys,” Koenig
said.

Again, that’s probably because the biggest trout
live in places that are hard to reach with electrofish-
ing, so there’s probably more of them out than the
survey data suggests. Even so, this is an exceptional-
ly rare fish for this river.

« Fish must be released alive. (See tips on safely re-
leasing fish in the Fishing Rules booklet.)

« Steelhead, ocean-run salmon, bull trout, and white
sturgeon submitted for records must be measured
and photographed in the water.

» Catch-and-release records are based only on the
total length (snout to tip of tail) for fish released
alive.

» Fish must be photographed directly next to a rul-
er/tape or an object of known verifiable length.

« New catch-and-release white sturgeon records
must be broken by a minimum of 2 inches.

» Catch-and-release records for all other species
must be broken by a minimum of %4 inch.

« Fish within % inch of the current record will be
recognized as a tied record.

« All applications must be submitted within 30 days
of the catch date.

How to Apply for Certified Weight Records

Records will be awarded for either fish caught by
angling (rod/reel) or by archery/spearfish for legal
unprotected nongame species. Archery/spear fish-
ing records will be listed separately and identified
by the angler on the application form. No records
will be awarded for fish caught during salvage sea-
sons or at private pay-to-fish facilities.

NOTE: Idaho Fish and Game now provides certified
scales for weighing potential records at the Panhan-
dle, Clearwater, Nampa, Headquarters (Boise), Je-
rome, and Pocatello regional offices.

Glp-1 Agonists Might Help Obese
Man With Drinking Habit

DEAR DR. ROACH: My brother-in-law is a lovely
man, but for years, he’s suffered from obesity. He
also gambles and drinks alcohol too much. I hesi-
tate to get too involved, but I recently read that the
new weight-loss drugs based on GLP-1 agonists
are also helpful in reducing alcohol and gambling
addictions. This sounds too good to be true. Is it?
-- D.N.A.

ANSWER: The evidence is very strong that GLP-1
agonists like tirzepatide (Zepbound) and semaglu-
tide (Wegovy) help people lose weight. About 80% to
90% of people will experience a weight loss of more
than 5% of their initial body weight. For people who
are severely obese, people with obesity and meta-
bolic complications (diabetes, prediabetes or meta-
bolic syndrome), and people with other weight-re-
lated complications (sleep apnea and arthritis), the
benefits of these medicines probably outweigh the
risks just for the weight loss.

The evidence for GLP-1 agonists helping with al-
cohol use disorder is now quite strong, with studies
showing significant reductions in alcohol-related
hospitalizations and a reduction in problem drink-
ing. The evidence for gambling disorders is prelimi-
nary based on the understanding of how these drugs
work in the brain. There aren’t any strong clinical
data at this time supporting the use of GLP-1 ago-
nists for a gambling disorder.

Still, given the clear benefits in weight reduction
and problem drinking, these drugs might be a good
choice for your brother-in-law -- if both he and his
physician agree. [t might also help with his gambling
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problem, which I've seen take a terrible toll on a per-
son’s social and financial life.

Finally, I was supervising a medical resident yes-
terday when we discussed the effect of these drugs
on heart health. The evidence is also strong that
these medications decrease the risk of heart disease
-- both in people with and without diabetes. Multiple
mechanisms have been proposed for this heart pro-
tection, but it isn’t exactly clear which ones are the
most important.

For those of us who lived through the approval of
previous weight-loss drugs, which were later found
to cause heart damage, the news about heart protec-
tion is welcome. Still, we’ve been using these drugs
for less than 10 years, and it’s wise to use them only
when there’s a clear benefit in doing so.

DEAR DR. ROACH: What are the long-term health
risks of being exposed to fumes, such as in hair or
nail salons or automobile repair shops? Can these
fumes affect your internal organs? -- C.R.C.

ANSWER: The primary organ affected by fumes
during occupational exposure are the lungs. Chest
tightness, wheezing and allergic symptoms are
common after an exposure to benzene, formalde-
hyde, toluene, and other substances that are com-
monly used in hair and nail salons -- often at levels
that exceed the safe thresholds. Half of technicians
in one study were affected.

Auto body and paint workers are also exposed to
the same (or very similar) chemicals, and they can
develop asthma at a rate that is 80 times higher than
the general population. In addition to effects on the
lungs, occupational exposure to these chemicals
increases the risk of some cancers, especially leu-
kemia (benzene), sinus and nasal cancer (formalde-
hyde), and nervous system cancers (benzene).

Although personal protection equipment can re-
duce these exposures, many workers don’t use
them regularly. Improved ventilation and less-toxic
chemicals are needed to protect workers.

Don’'t Pour This Secret
Ingredient Down the
Drain

Summer grilling has a funny
way of convincing sensible peo-
ple to overspend. Fancy mari-
nades, premium cuts of meat
and specialty sauces leap into the
shopping cart. One of my favorite
summer dinners starts with a can
of pineapple.

Restaurant teriyaki tastes com-
plicated, but it isn’t. Once you
know the formula, you're just a
few pantry ingredients away from
a sweet, savory glaze made right
at home.

The secret ingredient in this
recipe isn’t hiding in an expen-
sive specialty aisle. It’s the juice
you were going to pour down
the drain after opening the can.
Around here, pineapple juice isn’t
waste. It’s tomorrow’s teriyaki. My
kitchen has a “Don’t pour flavor
down the drain” policy.

Buy whatever protein is on sale.

I made mine with pork chops
because they were marked down
and that’s the kind of gal I am.
Once cubed and marinated, eco-
nomical cuts become wonderfully
tender, so you can skip the pricier
pork tenderloin. If chicken is the
better bargain, boneless breasts
or thighs work just as well.

SWEET & SAVORY PINEAPPLE
TERIYAKI PORK SKEWERS

Yield: 6 servings
Total Time: 8 hrs., 35 mins.

1 recipe Pineapple Teriyaki Mar-
inade (recipe follows)

1 (20-ounce) can pineapple
chunks in juice, drained (reserve
the juice for the marinade)

2 pounds pork (or chicken), cut

into 1 1/2-inch cubes

2 to 3 small zucchini, cut into 1
1/2-inch slices

1/2 pound fresh mushrooms,
quartered

1 large sweet red pepper, cut
into 1 1/2-inch pieces

1 small red onion, cutinto 1 1/2-
inch pieces

12 (10-inch) skewers (soak bam-
boo skewers for 30 minutes be-
fore using)

Cooked rice, for serving

Prepare the Pineapple Teriyaki
Marinade as directed below, re-
serving 3/4 cup before adding the
remainder to the pork.

Place the pork in a zip-top bag
or shallow dish and pour the re-
maining marinade over it. Re-
frigerate for at least 8 hours or
overnight.

When ready to cook, thread the
marinated pork onto skewers, al-
ternating with pineapple chunks,
zucchini, mushrooms, bell pep-
per and onion.

Meanwhile, prepare the re-
served marinade as a basting
sauce according to the directions
below.

Grill over medium-high heat for
12 to 15 minutes, or oven broil on
LOW, turning occasionally, un-
til the pork reaches an internal
temperature of 145 F. Brush the
skewers several times with the
warm basting sauce during the
last few minutes of cooking.

Serve any remaining sauce
alongside the skewers.

Tender pork, sweet pineapple and
colorful vegetables are brushed with a
homemade teriyaki glaze.

Pineapple Teriyaki Marinade
Yield: 1.5 cups
Total Time: 15 mins.

1/2 cup pineapple juice (re-
served from one 20-ounce can of
pineapple chunks)

1/2 cup low-sodium soy sauce
1/4 cup brown sugar
2 tablespoons rice vinegar

1 tablespoon sesame oil (or oth-
er neutral oil)

2 cloves garlic, minced
1 tablespoon grated fresh ginger
1/4 teaspoon black pepper

Pinch flakes
(optional)

red pepper

In a small saucepan over me-
dium heat, whisk together all of
the ingredients until the sugar
dissolves. Remove from heat and
reserve 3/4 cup of the mixture for
the basting sauce.

Pour the remaining marinade
over the pork and refrigerate for
8 to 24 hours.

To Make the Basting Sauce

Combine the reserved 3/4 cup
marinade with:

1/2 cup water
1 tablespoon cornstarch

Stir together the water and corn-
starch. Bring marinade to a gentle
simmer over medium heat, add
the cornstarch mixture, whisking
constantly, until the sauce thick-
ens and becomes glossy. Use to
baste the skewers during the final
minutes of grilling and serve any
remaining sauce at the table.

Glass Shades

The invention of the electric light bulb didn’t just
introduce an improved, more convenient, safer light
source. It gave designers new inspiration. As the use
of electric lights spread during the late 19th to ear-
ly 20th centuries, lamps with colorful opaque glass
shades became popular. They made beautiful deco-
rations, whether on or off, and the intense electric
light shining through the glass often gave the design
a whole new look.

Tiffany, Handel, and Pairpoint made the most
famous lamps of the time. They have stunning,
high-quality shades made with complex techniques,
and the bases are usually bronze and often have
intricate designs or figural shapes. Unsurprisingly,
they can sell for tens or hundreds of thousands of
dollars today -- a windfall if you've inherited one but
a bit of an extravagant purchase for most collectors.

Similar lamps made by the many other companies
active at the time may not quite reach those heights,
but especially striking and well-made examples can
still sell for impressive prices, even without a known
maker. Even though its maker was not identified,
this lamp sold for $3,000 at Woody Auction. Its light
blue, orange, and caramel-colored glass panels
make an eye-catching combination, especially with
the ornate scrolls, wreaths, and flowers on its metal
frame. A lighted base adds to its appeal.

swho opened their trading company in 1876.
In 1904, they founded the company that was later
known as Noritake, one of the most famous names
in 20th-century Japanese ceramics. Morimura and
Noritake used the maple leaf mark with the words
“Nippon” and “Hand Painted” starting in 1891. The
mark could be blue, green, or magenta. Nippon
chocolate sets the size of yours, with the blue leaf
mark and similar decorations, have sold for about
$150 to $300 at recent auctions.

For a more precise estimate, you may want to con-
tact a collector’s club, like the International Nippon
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Colorful opaque glass was a popular choice for
decorative lampshades in the late 19th to early 20th
centuries.

Collector’s Club (nipponcollectorsclub.com), or an
auction house or dealer that sells similar ceramics.
To list the value of your estate, you may need to get
a professional appraisal; however, they tend to be
very expensive and may not be necessary if the val-
ue of the item is under a certain amount.

Idaho Falls Angler Lands
43.25-Inch Lake Trout...
And Returns To The Idaho

Record Books
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

An Idaho Falls angler miraculously reeled in a new
state catch-and-release record lake trout and, even
more unbelievably, was able to hoist it up into the
boat. Dylan Smith — the lucky angler in question —
was fishing on Payette Lake in McCall on May 2 when
a 43.25-inch lake trout took the line for a sprint.

Smith was able to land the laker (well, boat it), get it
stretched out on the tape measure, and was shocked
when the tailfin crossed the 43rd inch line. The pre-
vious state catch-and-release record for lake trout
just barely hit 42 inches.

But that’s not the end of the story.

Dylan Smith ain’t a stranger when it comes to the
Idaho record fish books, and believe it or not, this
was not his first rodeo with a 40-inch lake trout.
During a separate outing in 2018, Dylan landed and
recorded another impressive lake trout that eventu-
ally earned him a spot atop the record books. Shortly
after, angler Aaron Goettsche beat out Dylan’s record
with a 42-inch lunker laker himself. Both fish were
caught and released back into Payette Lake.

Sensing a pattern?

Payette Lake is arguably one of the premier lake
trout fisheries in the state of Idaho. Catches like
these have made big splashes in the record books
over the past decade or so, largely due to active lake
trout management by the Southwest Region’s McCall
fisheries staff.

Years of netting to remove large numbers of small-
er, young lake trout has reduced the population and
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lowered predation on kokanee. As a result, the lake
is producing healthy trophy lake trout again, and ko-
kanee numbers have started to improve.

Want to Catch One? Here's How

If you're dreaming of record-breaking lake trout,
it’s time to get serious about your gear and tactics.
Here’s some tips for targeting these deep water
predators:

» Technique: Trolling or jigging near the bottom
are the go-to methods.

» Depth: Focus on 35-80 feet, where lake trout
tend to hold tight to structure.

» Locations: Target underwater ridges, drop-offs,
and boulder piles.

» Bait: Mimic kokanee. Use realistic lures, tipped
jigs, and scent — lake trout can be selective, espe-
cially when food is abundant.

Be prepared for a potential record fish. Catch-and-
release records will need a photo of the fish on a tape
measure, or measuring board. You can find all the
info and how to apply on the State Record Fish Page.

And lastly, congratulations to Dylan Smith on his
spot atop Idaho’s catch-and-release leader board.

How to Apply for a Catch-and-Release Record

All applicants must submit a complete Record Fish
Application Form, with accompanying photographs.
This form can be completed online or download-
ed from our website at idfg.idaho.gov/sites/default/
files/state-record-fish-app.pdf.

« Fish must be released alive. (See tips on safely re-
leasing fish in the Fishing Rules booklet.)

Steelhead, ocean-run salmon, bull trout, and
white sturgeon submitted for records must be
measured and photographed in the water.

 Catch-and-release records are based only on the
total length (snout to tip of tail) for fish released
alive.

» Fish must be photographed directly next to a rul-
er/tape or an object of known verifiable length.

« New catch-and-release white sturgeon records
must be broken by a minimum of 2 inches.

« Catch-and-release records for all other species
must be broken by a minimum of %% inch.

« Fish within % inch of the current record will be
recognized as a tied record.

« All applications must be submitted within 30
days of the catch date.

How to Apply for Certified Weight Records

Records will be awarded for either fish caught by
angling (rod/reel) or by archery/spearfish for legal
unprotected nongame species. Archery/spear fish-
ing records will be listed separately and identified
by the angler on the application form. No records
will be awarded for fish caught during salvage sea-
sons or at private pay-to-fish facilities.

NOTE: Idaho Fish and Game now provides certified
scales for weighing potential records at the Panhan-
dle, Clearwater, Nampa, Headquarters (Boise), Je-
rome, and Pocatello regional offices.

F&G Releases The First
Generation Of ‘Captive

Broodstock’ Kokanee
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Young kokanee are the offspring of adults raised at
hatcheries

About four years ago, a “What if?” idea became re-
ality, and kokanee anglers will soon be catching the
results. During June, about a million kokanee finger-
lings raised from Idaho Fish and Game’s first “cap-
tive broodstock” were released into Idaho’s lakes
and reservoirs. Many of those fish will reach catch-
able size within two to three years.

Traditionally, Fish and Game had captured adult
kokanee spawners from the wild and used them
for breeding stock to produce the next generation.
The new “captive broodstock” program started as
an idea from Idaho Fish and Game fisheries staff
to help stabilize the number of fingerlings stocked
annually.

Stocking kokanee above Deadwood Reservoir

Fish and Game tries to stock around 7 million ko-
kanee fingerlings every year, but a bad year for adult
survival can affect how many fingerlings are avail-
able the following year. While Fish and Game can’t
change natural conditions that affect adult sur-
vival, hatchery production can buffer some of the
fluctuations.

Taking a cue from the successful sockeye salmon
hatchery program, which now produces about a

million young sockeye per year, fisheries staff decid-
ed to raise kokanee (which are landlocked sockeye)
in a similar manner. They raised kokanee to adult-
hood in hatcheries and spawned those to augment
the traditional “trap, spawn and rear” method.

“Raising and rearing fish for anglers is nothing
new for Fish and Game because we've done it for
over a century, but this is a new twist that we think
will benefit kokanee anglers,” said Beau Gunter, Fish
and Game’s State Hatchery Production Manager.
“Within about four years, our fisheries and hatchery
crews have taken it from a concept to young kokanee
being released, which included raising the captive
broodstock from eggs to adults.”

Kokanee typically need consecutive years of favor-
able water conditions to produce good-to-excellent
fishing, and the reverse is also true. A year or two
of poor conditions can reduce adult survival regard-
less of how many fingerlings are stocked. The cap-
tive broodstock will help biologists start each year
with a consistent number of young fish, so when
conditions are favorable, kokanee can flourish. But
that can’t occur without a steady supply of finger-
lings to stock.

To start the captive broodstock, eggs were taken
from adult fish in the North Fork Payette River in the
fall of 2022 and sent to Cabinet Gorge Fish Hatch-
ery in the Panhandle. The eggs were hatched, and
the fry reared for a year. Then about 15,000 young
kokanee were transferred to the Grace Fish Hatch-
ery in southeast Idaho and reared two more years
to spawning age. Their offspring are the fingerlings
crews recently released.

The next three generations of captive spawners are
also being raised in hatcheries, and given the posi-
tive results of the first crop, fisheries managers are
hopeful for they can ramp up to about 3 million fin-
gerlings annually as hatcheries continue to improve
their techniques.

Citizen Science Is The
Key To F&G’s Hugely
Successful Program,

Turkey Tracker
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Citizen scientists have submitted over 2,100 turkey
sightings since the program debuted in 2024.

Idaho Fish and Game’s hugely successful project —
dubbed Turkey Tracker —launched in the summer of
2024. During its inaugural two years, the project has
racked up 2,157 reports of over 15,000 turkeys, all
thanks to the public.

A total count of turkey observations per each region,

This is a remarkable feat, one that has not only
thrilled biologists but also public land hunters.

“Prior to this citizen science effort, there hasn’t re-
ally been a way to track turkey populations, not just
in Idaho but across the country,” said Jeff Knetter,
Fish and Game Upland Game and Migratory Game
Bird Coordinator. “Now, thanks to the public’s ob-
servations, we have a lot of great data on how tur-
keys are distributed across the Gem State, which can
and has helped us set turkey seasons.”

As Jeff mentioned, Fish and Game staff used the
2024-25 observations to help inform hunting sea-
son proposals during the January 2026 Commission
meeting. You can rewatch that presentation to www.

Idaho among the top states for turkey
population data

Of the 36 states monitoring poult-per-hen (PPH)
and poult-per-brood (PPB) ratios, Idaho ranks
among the top five for these reproduction metrics;
PPH is an index of overall productivity and PPB is
an index of poult survival. (If you yourself have used
our Turkey Tracker to report turkey sightings, give
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yourself a pat on the back).

Despite being a relatively new player in the tur-
key-tracking game (now in its third year), Idaho has
punched above its weight and provided an average
of 665 useable turkey observations in both 2024 and
2025.

But where Idaho truly sets itself apart is the accu-
racy of its data. Note the second map of the United
States below.

Poult per hen chart 2024-2025 turkey tracker

That tiny dot on Idaho? The dot’s size represents
the margin of error for the state’s poult-per-hen ob-
servations. In other words, Idaho’s reporting and
data isn’'t as varied as other participating states,
spread out across most of central and eastern U.S.

“We’re proud of how successful this program has
been so far, and really appreciate the work Idahoans
have done to provide valuable data and contribute
to the overall understanding of how wild turkeys are
faring nationally,” Knetter said. “Turkey productivi-
ty in Idaho is top tier.”

But the quest continues

Now, as we head into July and August, tracking tur-
keys is more important than ever. That’s where you
come in!

Turkey Tracker relies solely on folks like you re-
porting their turkey sightings. Because we are in-
terested in tracking nesting success and reproduc-
tion, observations of broods from July 1 to Aug. 31
are especially important. So, next time you're out
and about and see some wild turkeys, pull out your
smartphone and document your sightings. Think of
it as Pokémon Go meets birding.

Right now is an important as ever to get spottin’
turkeys! There are 2 ways to report your observa-
tions. The first way is to go online and fill out a re-
port at idfg.idaho.gov/wildlife/turkey/brood-survey.
Alternatively, turkey trackers can download a free
app called Survey 123 to report their sightings.

Those who report have the option of submitting
photos of the birds, but photos are not required.
