Water Wisdom
Remember To Boat Safe This 

Labor Day
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

As summer winds down, we all want to squeeze in 
a few more adventures out on the water. In prepa-
ration for the last hurrah of Labor Day weekend, 
or just the fi nal moments with family and friends 
under the summer sun, keep these safety tips and 
boating laws in mind.

Remember, water skiing and other towed recre-
ation are not allowed from sunset to sunrise. If you 
are boating after sunset or before sunrise, all wa-
tercraft must have navigation lights.

Planning a sober ride both on the water and off 
keeps your family safe and ready for the next ad-
venture. The effect of alcohol and drugs are in-
creased while recreating outdoors in the hot, sun-
ny weather. It can take 1/3 as much alcohol while 
boating to become intoxicated. The legal limit for 
operating a motorized boat and a vehicle is 0.08 
percent alcohol by volume (ABV).

Share the water this Labor Day. Motorized boats 
are required to keep 75 feet from anglers. Check 
the boating regulations for wake restrictions. 
Motorized boats, including personal watercraft 
(PWC) such as jet skis and Sea-Doos, must stay 
out of designated swimming areas and away from 
towed persons or water skiers.

Motorboats and PWCs may not emit noise in ex-
cess of 86 decibels measured at 50 feet of distance. 
More restrictive noise standards are in effect for 
Flathead Lake, Echo Lake and Swan Lake.

Montana’s State Parks 
Continue To See An 
Increase In Visitors

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

Montana’s state parks continue to be a recreation 
destination for millions of visitors. Last year our 
parks welcomed an estimated 3.2 visitors. They 
came for the opportunities to camp, hike, fi sh and 
learn about the cultural, natural and recreational 
heritage of our state. 

“People value our state parks, which is refl ected 
in the increasing visitation numbers, said Renee 
Lemon, Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks’ Parks and 
Outdoor Recreation Division Administrator. “This 
success is made possible by the dedicated parks 
staff who keep our parks clean, safe and welcom-
ing while providing excellent customer service.”

The data collected for the 2024 State Parks Vis-
itation Report shows an increase of 3.8 percent 
over 2023, a 21.9 percent increase from pre-pan-
demic levels in 2019, and a 45 percent increase 
over the last 10 years. 

 The fi ve most visited state parks in 2024 were: 

1. Giant Springs with 463,724 visitors

2. Flathead Lake (all units) with 363,024

3. Lake Elmo with 198,655 

4. Cooney Reservoir with 186,672

5. Spring Meadow with 173,998

FWP partners with the University of Montana’s 
Institute for Tourism and Recreation Research to 
produce this annual report and gather visitation 
data.

Visitation data helps FWP update its Statewide 
Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan (SCORP). 
The plan addresses recreation growth, resource 
stewardship and infrastructure challenges for 
outdoor recreation across Montana. FWP staff are 
currently working on the plan for the 2026–2030 
cycle. A draft of the plan is available for review 
and public comment through June 26. Review the 
draft SCORP and submit your comments here.

Bad Blooms
Steer Clear of HABs 

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

Harmful algal blooms, or HABs, occur when colo-
nies of algae — simple plants that live in the water 
— grow out of control and produce toxic or harm-
ful effects on people, fi sh, mammals and birds. Ac-
cording to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration, human illnesses caused by HABs, 
though rare, can be debilitating or even fatal.

Cyanobacteria, or blue-green algae, are the most 
common type of algae that cause harm in freshwa-
ter lakes and rivers. These are naturally occurring 
in Montana and are safe in low densities. However, 
a harmful algal bloom of cyanobacteria can be tox-
ic to humans and animals.

Blooms occur when water temperatures rise and 
are full of nutrients such as nitrogen or phospho-
rous. This is most common in slow-moving water.

For your safety this late summer and fall, steer 
clear of water that looks discolored, contains scum 
or has a bad smell. The algae may change the color 
of the water to red, green, blue or other colors and 
can grow on or below the surface of the water.

To prevent exposure, the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention recommends:

• Staying out of discolored, scummy or smelly 
water and keeping pets away

• Checking for and follow swimming and fi shing 
advisories

If you are exposed to a harmful algal bloom, 
make sure you rinse off with tap water right away.

If you think you have symptoms caused by a 
harmful algal bloom, contact a healthcare provider 
or the Poison Control hotline at 1-800-222-1222.

If your pets or livestock seem sick after going in 
or near water, contact a veterinarian right away. 
You can also call the ASPCA Animal Poison Con-
trol Center at 1-888-426-4435 or the Pet Poison 
Helpline at 1-855-764-7661. Note that there is a 
fee for these calls.

1  cup brown sugar

1  can (6 ounces) tomato paste

1/2  cup apple cider vinegar

1  tablespoon mustard

2  teaspoons onion powder

1  teaspoon garlic powder

2  teaspoons smoked paprika

2  teaspoons barbecue seasoning

1/2  cup honey 

1/4  cup teriyaki sauce (optional) 

2  pounds boneless chicken 

 rice, for serving (optional)

In saucepan over medium heat, cook brown sug-
ar, tomato paste, apple cider vinegar, mustard, 
onion powder, garlic powder, paprika, barbecue 
seasoning, honey and teriyaki sauce until well 
combined. 

Cube chicken and place in large bowl. Pour sauce 
over chicken, saving some for basting.

Huckleberry Hounds
Juicy Information For Berry Pickers

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

It’s huckleberry season in western Montana. 
Though nearly all hucks grow in the state’s north-
western region, picking is a statewide calling. Pick-
ing berries is easy, but it helps to know where to look.

Here are some tips:

• Huckleberries are most abundant between 3,500 
and 7,000 feet.

• Look for conifer forests with roughly 50 percent 
tree cover. The berries ripen in open or semi-
open areas of old burns, old clear-cuts and ava-
lanche chutes.

• Collect on south-facing slopes at lower elevations 
starting around mid-summer, then move to oth-
er slopes and higher elevations as the season 
progresses.

• Try not to encroach on other pickers territory.

• As you pick, put the berries in a 1-quart plastic 
container with a U-shaped fl ap cut in the lid. 
Picking is often on hillsides. If you slip or stum-
ble, your hard-earned hucks won’t spill onto the 
ground.

• Keep in mind that humans aren’t the only ones 
looking for huckleberries. Watch out for grizzlies, 
make noise and carry bear pepper spray.

Dear EarthTalk: Is it really possible to store large amounts 
of carbon dioxide (CO2) in building materials like concrete 
and plastic? If so, why don’t we do more of it already?      

              – P.L., via email

Th e construction industry, a major contributor to carbon 
emissions, has an untapped potential to become a powerful 
ally in fi ghting climate change. By incorporating carbon-
storing materials like concrete, bio-based plastics and asphalt, 
it’s possible to transform buildings into carbon “sinks” and 
work toward meeting the 1.5°C global warming target 
established in the Paris Agreement in 2015.

Concrete, the world’s most-used building material, off ers 
signifi cant potential for carbon sequestration. Researchers 
are exploring “carbonated aggregates” which are materials 
infused with CO2 during production, that can enhance 
carbon storage. Professor Sabbie Miller of UC Davis says, 
“Th e potential is pretty large. If feasible, a little bit of storage 
in concrete could go a long way.” Studies suggest including 
carbon-storing aggregates in just 10 percent of concrete could 
sequester up to a gigaton of CO2 annually.

Other materials, like bio-based plastics and wood, also 
show promise. Bio-based plastics, derived from biomass, can 
store CO2 during production, off ering a green alternative to 
petroleum-based plastics. And sustainably sourced wood 
retains carbon absorbed during the tree’s growth, providing 
a natural reservoir when used in construction. Asphalt 
innovations further contribute by including CO2 in road 
materials.

Th ese advancements have both ecological and economic 
benefi ts. Carbon-storing solutions promote an economy that 
reuses resources and reduces waste by reducing emissions 
associated with traditional materials. Th ey also promote 
green industries and jobs. Professor Miller notes, “Th ese new 
processes would enhance material value, creating economic 
growth while promoting circular economy practices.” 

However, challenges remain. Scaling these solutions 
requires signifi cant investment, and industry inertia and 
higher initial costs slow adoption. Ensuring the long-term 
stability of stored carbon also has technical hurdles. Th e 
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) states 
that utilizing carbon-storing materials is crucial for meeting 
the 1.5°C climate goal by actively removing CO2 from the 
atmosphere.

By integrating carbon-storing materials into construction, 
we can drastically reduce emissions, foster sustainable 
industries and create a greener future. To support this 
transition, advocate for policies promoting low-carbon 
materials and educate others about their benefi ts. Opt for 
sustainable materials in personal projects and encourage their 
use in local developments. And push for increased investment 
in technologies that make carbon sequestration feasible on 
a global scale. Together, these actions can transform the 
construction industry from a carbon emitter into a solution 
for climate change.

Water Wisdom
Remember To Boat Safe This 

Labor Day
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

As summer winds down, we all want to squeeze in 
a few more adventures out on the water. In prepa-
ration for the last hurrah of Labor Day weekend, 
or just the fi nal moments with family and friends 
under the summer sun, keep these safety tips and 
boating laws in mind.

Remember, water skiing and other towed recre-
ation are not allowed from sunset to sunrise. If you 
are boating after sunset or before sunrise, all wa-
tercraft must have navigation lights.

Planning a sober ride both on the water and off 
keeps your family safe and ready for the next ad-
venture. The effect of alcohol and drugs are in-
creased while recreating outdoors in the hot, sun-
ny weather. It can take 1/3 as much alcohol while 
boating to become intoxicated. The legal limit for 
operating a motorized boat and a vehicle is 0.08 
percent alcohol by volume (ABV).

Share the water this Labor Day. Motorized boats 
are required to keep 75 feet from anglers. Check 
the boating regulations for wake restrictions. 
Motorized boats, including personal watercraft 
(PWC) such as jet skis and Sea-Doos, must stay 
out of designated swimming areas and away from 
towed persons or water skiers.

Motorboats and PWCs may not emit noise in ex-
cess of 86 decibels measured at 50 feet of distance. 
More restrictive noise standards are in effect for 
Flathead Lake, Echo Lake and Swan Lake.
