Please do not put leaves
in the street after city crews have completed your area and do not include branches, grass
clippings, garden debris, or garbage/trash. Bagged leaves/needles will not be picked up.

Pick-up will start south of Sherman Avenue and move north. We expect completion before

How To Preserve Fall
Colors Throughout The

Year
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

The best thing about fall is when the summer
blooms are still lingering, competing with a kalei-
doscope of turning leaves, and the golden sunshine
bathes everything in a warm glow against a brilliant
blue sky.

Ever wish you could capture some of that beauty
and keep it a bit longer? Well, we can’t freeze time,
but we can press some fall leaves to enjoy the beauty
a little longer.

All you need to press leaves is, well, some leaves.
And maybe some parchment paper, waxed paper or
newspaper to absorb the moisture, and a good heavy
book or two to press the leaves flat.

Be sure to collect the leaves when they are at their
brightest, fresh from the tree or ground, and still a
little plump with moisture. If they are crisp or start-
ing to become brown, you have waited too long. Find
a variety of shapes and colors, if you can, to capture
that fall contrast. But even a single type of tree can
produce rich shades of yellow, orange and brown.

To press the leaves, I lay them flat with space be-
tween them on a large sheet of parchment paper.
You can use single leaves or a stem with several
leaves attached, but make sure it lays flat and the
leaves don’t overlap. If the stems are too long or
thick at the edge, I trim them. When you're done lay-
ing them out, cover the leaves with another sheet of
parchment paper. If you're doing just a few leaves,
slipping the sheets between the pages of a hardcover
book works well. I wanted to do a bunch of leaves, so
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I put my sheets on a cookie sheet and covered them
with large hardcover books. Adding some rocks or
weights on top helps to press the leaves.

The thicker the leaf, the longer it will take to dry
and preserve. Gently remove any dirt or debris first.
Ideally, leaves should be given a week or two to dry
and flatten. You can check them for mold, but be
careful not to tear or crease them.

There are dozens of ways to display leaves once
they are dry. You can seal them in a glass picture
frame or laminate them to make bookmarks or pla-
cemats. Two sheets of waxed paper can create a
similar laminating effect. Place leaves between two
sheets of waxed paper and cover with flour sack tow-
els or parchment paper. Heat your iron to a warm
setting with no steam and press to melt the wax and
seal the papers together. You may have to experi-
ment with iron settings a bit first.

I like to seal leaves onto Mason jars or glass vases.
You just need a little Mod Podge craft sealant or oth-
er decoupage adhesive and a foam brush. Start with
one leaf and hold it flat against the outside of the jar.
Apply a fairly thick layer of Mod Podge over the leaf
and its edges. You may have to dab a bit on the back
of the leaf to help it stay fixed. Apply another leaf
and cover with sealant. I like to overlap the edges of
the leaves, but I leave some space between for can-
dlelight to show through. You can use a lot of leaves
or just a few. I threw in a pretty wildflower I found.
These take longer to press because of the thickness
and moisture, but if you don’t mind a little lumpi-
ness they are very pretty.

You have to use a good amount of sealant to cover
the leaves and make them stick. Don’t worry about
the direction of your strokes or how messy it looks;
it will look white and uneven when wet but will dry
clear and you won’t notice the flaws.

Allow time for the first coat to dry, either overnight
or a few hours. Apply at least a second coat to make
sure all the edges are sealed to prevent any decay or
peeling of the leaves.

If you have raffia, jute, twine or leather cord, it
looks nice to tie a piece around the neck of the
jar. Add a battery-powered votive candle or a real
tealight candle and sit back and enjoy the beautiful
glow through the leaves.

These jars will last for years if properly sealed. It is
an inexpensive craft that doesn’t take long, and it’s
also very kid friendly.

U of | Launches Forest

Innovations Institute to

Lead Next-Generation
Forestry Research

— University of Idaho —

MOSCOW, Idaho — A new interdisciplinary
research institute at University of Idaho dedicated
to advancing forestry science, management and in-
novation aims to partner with landowners, industry
and government agencies to develop solutions for
21st-century forestry challenges.

The mission of U of I's newly established Forest In-
novations Institute (FII) is to help public and private
forest landowners and industry partners apply the
latest research and technology, said Dennis Becker,
dean of the College of Natural Resources. This in-
cludes topics such as tree physiology and genetics,
fire modeling, silviculture, forest pests and patho-
gens, harvest operations and the economics and
policy of forest management.

“FII will engage broadly with public and private
forest landowners, industry partners, tribal gov-
ernments, nonprofits and other universities on a
regional and even international level,” Becker said.
“FII aims to ensure that forestry research is not only
cutting edge but also grounded in real-world needs
and opportunities.”

An important goal for the institute is to support
workforce development and training in partnership
with U of I faculty and students. FII will help pre-
pare the next generation of forestry professionals
equipped with skills in the latest technologies, as
well as strong scientific and economic foundations.

These efforts align with University of Idaho’s
strategic priorities to conduct research that gen-
erates practical solutions for Idaho’s residents and
workforce.

PotlatchDeltic, which manages more than 620,000
acres of private timberlands in Idaho, has a history
of collaboration with U of I's forestry program.

Darrin Ball, the company’s vice president of Tim-
berlands, believes FII will play a critical role for

stakeholders in Idaho and enhance the work already
being done toward sustainable forest innovation.

“Through our decades-long collaboration with
University of Idaho’s College of Natural Resources,
our sustainable forest management initiatives have
benefited from high-quality research on a wide
range of issues including research on forest nurs-
eries, tree improvement, watersheds and forestry
operations,” Ball said. “With more than half of our
professional staff in Idaho being graduates of the
College of Natural Resources, we view FII's goal to
generate an even higher-quality trained workforce
as a major win for Idaho.”

Dustin Miller, director of the Idaho Department of
Lands, which manages a million acres of Idaho’s en-
dowment timberlands, said U of I's frontline forest
research has guided Idaho’s sustainable forest prac-
tices for more than a century.

“I'm excited about the launch of the new Forest
Innovations Institute — and it couldn’t come at a
better time,” Miller said. “As demand for wood and
wood products continues to grow, advancements
in forestry research and technology are essential to
maintaining a sustainable supply of wood and fiber
for mills in Idaho and across the country.”

Partnering with the Forest Innovations Institute
ensures foresters have access to the latest research
and technology.

“That helps ensure Idaho’s state forest lands are
managed sustainably to produce the timber resourc-
es society depends on while generating income for
our endowment beneficiaries,” Miller said.

To fulfill its mission, FII will draw expertise from
several existing U of I research units, including the
Center for Forest Nursery and Seedling Research,
the Forest Products Lab, the IFIRE Combustion Lab,
the Inland Empire Tree Improvement Cooperative,
the Intermountain Forestry Cooperative, the Mica
Creek Experimental Watershed, the Policy Analysis
Group, U of I Drone Lab, U of I's Experimental Forest
and the Forest Affiliate Network. These units bring
expertise and infrastructure that will enhance FII's
ability to conduct high-impact, transdisciplinary
research.

“With increasing pressures from wildfires, pests,
climate change and economic shifts, our forests
face unprecedented challenges,” Becker said. “The
Forest Innovations Institute represents a bold re-
sponse. By integrating new technologies, industry
collaboration and state-of-the-art research, we aim
to support healthy, productive forests.”

FII is now accepting project proposals, industry
collaboration inquiries and applications for stu-
dent involvement. For more information, visit Uni-

versity of Idaho’s website or contact the institute’s

leadership.

White-Tailed Deer Tooth
Collections and Antler
Measurements to Begin
for Units 2, 10A and Select
Controlled Hunts

— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Fish and Game encourages hunters to participate
in the study to help manage deer in northern Idaho

Panhandle and Clearwater hunters planning to
pursue white-tailed deer in units 2, 10A and select
controlled hunts are encouraged to participate in
the third year of Idaho Fish and Game’s age study.

Participation is voluntary, and hunter-provided
samples help wildlife managers better understand

the age structure of white-tailed deer in northern
Idaho. More samples equal more data, which pro-
duces better results.

Participation is easy. Hunters wishing to partici-
pate can simply provide a tooth from the front low-
er jaw of their harvested white-tailed deer. Tooth
collection envelopes are available at any Fish and
Game regional office.

In addition, hunters who harvest a buck can pro-
vide information about the number of points on each
antler beam as well as main beam measurements
This information will help Fish and Game staff bet-
ter understand whether antler measurement could
be a useful predictor of deer age.

In 2023-24, over 1,000 white-tailed deer teeth
were submitted as part of the study. Results from the
2023 effort can be found here. Results from the 2024
effort will be available in early 2026.

FWP’'s Private Land
Access Programs Help

Both Hunter, Landowners
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

HELENA -- In Montana, a good day in the field re-
quires access. Often that access is to private lands.

Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks as several access
programs that help both hunters and landowners
navigate hunting season. Understanding these
programs and how to utilize them can turn a frus-
trating hunting season into a successful one for
hunters.

Block Management is Montana’s cornerstone
private land access program. This program part-
ners with nearly 1,400 landowners around Mon-
tana to provide access to nearly 7 million acres of
private land.

Accessing this program is relatively simple.
Hunters can simply go online to https:/fwp.
mt.gov/hunt/access/blockmanagement and find
the Block Management Area (BMA) they wish to
hunt, get the map and rules and then simply fol-
low the rules for gaining access.

For many hunters, figuring out where to hunt is
all part of the planning process and that can in-
clude finding some BMAs to explore, orit can mean
looking into other FWP access opportunities.

For hunters looking to plan their hunts, the FWP
Hunt Planner is an exceptional tool. This inter-
active mapping tool allows hunters to explore all
of FWP’s access opportunities, including Upland
Game Bird Enhancement Program property, con-
servation easements, habitat leases, public land
access agreements and much more.

A key point to remember is that all these pro-
grams and the private lands enrolled in them have
specific access rules. It’s the hunter’s responsibil-
ity to know the rules of the land they are accessing.
Breaking these rules is the same as breaking the
law.

Getting the maps and rules for private lands en-
rolled in FWP access programs can be done ei-
ther in person at a regional office, or conveniently
through the FWP Hunt Planner.

Remember, plan ahead for access, be respect-
ful and ethical in the field, and don’t forget to say
thank you to landowners who allow access. It’s up
to us. Respect access. Protect the hunt.

F&G and Private Lands:

Part1
Private lands are an important part

of Idaho’s big game habitat
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

From farms and ranches to large tracts of
timberland, wildlife often use private land

A hunter drives by a rancher’s field and sees a herd
of elk, including several bulls, after only seeing a few
elk in his favorite hunting spot the previous season.
While he always enjoys seeing elk, he’s frustrated
that they are casually feeding behind a no trespass-
ing sign.

“Some guys have all the luck,” he thinks to himself.

It’s often not that simple. The elk he’s seeing may
be causing the landowner damage by consuming or
damaging crops, and possibly damaging fences. The
landowner also enjoys seeing elk, but maybe not
that many. In the past, a few animals showed up for
a brief period, but this herd stuck around, and prob-
lems increased as the herd grew.

This scenario occurs throughout Idaho, particular-
ly in drier climates of South and Central Idaho where
elk are attracted to irrigated crop lands. Private
lands are often attractive and beneficial to wildlife,
but can cause frustration for hunters and landown-
ers alike.

“Private lands are important to the state’s abun-
dant big game herds,” said Toby Boudreau, Idaho
Fish and Game’s Deer and Elk Coordinator. “And pri-
vate lands benefit the average hunter by sustaining
big game herds during critical times of year. While
there’s sometimes grumbling that hunters don’t
have access to some of those animals, the benefits
are clear that private lands are important for big
game herds.”

Fish and Game works to reduce conflicts between
big game herds and private lands. There’s a variety
of challenges, as well as management tools, to deal
with conflicts between big game animals — particu-
larly elk —and agriculture operations. But there’s not
always a permanent fix because wild animals don’t
understand property boundaries, and they are at-
tracted to land that provides food and security.

Public lands can't do it all

Nearly two-thirds of Idaho is public land that pro-
vides excellent wildlife habitat, and many big game
animals spend most of their time there. But much of
Idaho’s valley bottoms, particularly along river cor-
ridors, are privately owned because that land pro-
vides agriculture resources like rich soil and water.

It’s also important wildlife habitat, especially
during winter months when animals migrate from
higher elevations to escape deep snow. Many Idaho
landowners appreciate wildlife on their property,
even if they cause some inconveniences, or eat some
crops, but when big game animals start affecting
their bottom line, something has to give.

Fish and Game can't ignore the problem

As the public trust holders of Idaho’s wildlife, Fish
and Game is required by law to help landowners try
to prevent damage from big game. That’s one reason
Fish and Game has a variety of staff in each region of
the state who are focused wholly, or partly, on land-
owner relations and preventing agriculture damage,
commonly known as “depredation.”

These people understand the needs of wildlife, and
also know the problems they can cause to private
landowners. Fish and Game personnel have a va-
riety of tools to prevent or reduce wildlife conflicts

before they occur, address them when they do, and
try to stop them from recurring.

If none of that works, Idaho law requires Fish and
Game to pay for damages caused by big game if a
valid claim is filed by the landowner. The annual
Access/Depredation Fee that hunters, anglers and
trappers pay when they buy their licenses funds
depredation payments.

Situations vary, but there’s not always a permanent
fix for depredation problems because what one herd
finds attractive, another may follow. Each year can
also be a little different. Things like droughts, severe
winters, wildfires, and other events can draw big
game animals onto private land, or bring them back
after an absence.

Private lands also change hands, and the new own-
ers may have a different attitude toward wildlife
than the prior one, so maintaining relationships be-
tween landowners and Fish and Game is a recurring
process.

Property owners control their land

Not all landowners hold the presence of wildlife on
their property in the same regard. One landowner
may encourage wildlife on their property, some-
times inadvertently creating a refuge, while an ad-
jacent landowner is trying to grow crops that those
animals eat. Fish and Game manages wildlife, but
cannot dictate how landowners manage their prop-
erty, which limits how the agency can deal with wild-
life that causes problems.

Hunting is Fish and Game’s primary method of
dealing with wildlife conflicts on private lands.
However, the landowner decides how much — if any
— hunting will be allowed within their comfort level
and operational needs. Sometimes, having hunters
on their property, particularly during fall hunting
seasons, is incompatible due to the timing of agri-
culture operations, such as harvest, or preparing for
replanting. Hunting may also be unsafe due to the
proximity of homes and communities.

What Fish and Game does to resolve wildlife
conflicts

There are a variety of methods to prevent and miti-
gate damage from wildlife. Many of the preventative
methods may not be apparent or obvious, such as
improving or restoring nearby public lands so big
game remain in their natural habitat. Fish and Game
can also employ “continued use agreements,” which
pay landowners to allow wildlife on their property
and keep them out of nearby properties during cer-
tain times of year when depredation is likely.

Fish and Game and the Fish and Game Commis-
sion can adjust hunting seasons so hunters have a
chance to harvest animals and reduce herds that are
causing damage, or the department can hold strate-
gic “depredation hunts” to directly address offend-
ing animals while they are in the act.

When big game damage rises to a level that the
landowner finds unacceptable, the landowner can
file a claim, and Fish and Game has funds to pay
for damages as outlined in state law. Fish and Game
staff work with the landowner to develop and follow
a plan to assist with damage prevention, and the
landowner can file a claim for financial reimburse-
ment if they have made a reasonable effort to pre-
vent the damage.

But Fish and Game’s depredation funding is limit-
ed, soif the total amount of claims exceeds the avail-
able funding, each claimant only receives a portion
of their damage claim.

That’s one reason why Fish and Game tries to bal-
ance abundant big game herds that hunters desire
with consideration that those animals may cause
agriculture operations. Learn in Part 2 how Fish and
Game protects private lands from damage from big
game so it can maximize herds statewide.

Hunters and recreationists must do their research
before heading afield to access a Large Tracts land

parcel.

Parcelsin enrolled in Idaho’s Large Tracts Program
can change ownership at any time. Hunters, anglers
and recreationists should never assume last sea-
son’s access is still valid this season. Always confirm
land status before your trip by checking the Idaho

Hunt Planner.

Idahoans are fortunate—two-thirds of their land
is public—but many valuable and publicly accessi-
ble hunting and recreation areas in the Panhandle
and Clearwater regions are private, working timber-
lands enrolled in the Large Tracts Program.

Since 2019, this partnership has opened over
900,000 acres to the public. Because these parcels
are private, working timberlands, sales, transfers
and restrictions can—and do—occur.

Ownership changes. Access changes. Don’t as-
sume—check before you go.

What Fish and Game is doing

 Routinely communicating with the public about
rules associated with Large Tract parcels.
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+ Partnering with timberland owners to update
maps with closures, restrictions and land trans-
fers before, during and after hunting seasons.

National Mule Day
October 26th

— National Day Calendar—

National Mule Day, on October 26th, recogniz-
es an intelligent pack animal many mistaken to be
stubborn.

A mule is a hybrid cross between a male donkey
(jack) and a female horse. As a hybrid, the animal in-
herits characteristics from both parents. The mule
possesses the strength, intelligence, patience, per-
severance, endurance, sure-footedness, and even
temper of the donkey. From the horse, the mule
inherits beauty, athletic ability, courage, vigor, and
speed. In addition, mules appear to require less food
than a horse of similar size.

According to the American Mule Museum:

« Early explorers brought donkeys to America, but
they were quite small.

George Washington played a significant role
in the development of the mule population in
America. He recognized the value of the sturdy
animal in agriculture and became the first Amer-
ican breeder.

Washington wished to breed the very best mules,
but he faced a significant obstacle — the Spanish
government at that time prohibited the acqui-
sition or exportation of the famous Andalusian
donkey. So Washington wrote to King Charles of
Spain requesting permission to purchase good
quality breeding stock. In October of 1785, a ship
docked in Boston harbor carrying a gift from
King Charles for George Washington — two fine
jennies and a 4-year old Spanish jack named, ap-
propriately, “Royal Gift’. That royal gift from the
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Spanish king is credited with the development
of the American mule. Today it’s considered the
beginning of a dynasty that “reshaped the very
landscape of the country.”

How To Observe National Mule Day

Mule FAQ
Q. How many chromosomes does a mule have?

A. A mule has 63 chromosomes. Its mother (horse)
has 64, and the father (donkey) has 62. Due to the
odd number of chromosomes, the hybrid cannot
breed.

Q. What is a female donkey called?
A. Female donkey is called a jenny.

Q. What are the hybrid of a male horse and a female
donkey called?

A. The hybrid of a male horse and female donkey is
called a hinny, but it’s still a mule.

Q. Are mules the only hybrid animal that exists?

A. No. There are several hybrids around the world.
Hybridization happens in birds, fish, mammals, and
even reptiles. Some hybrids include:

« Grolar bear - offspring of a grizzly bear and a po-
lar bear

« Cama - offspring of camel and lama

» Dzo - offspring of domestic cattle and yak
» Geep - offspring of a goat and a sheep

» Zorse - offspring of a zebra and a horse

Q. Does hybridization occur without artificial
intervention?

A. Yes and no. Many factors play a role in hybrid-
ization, whether it occurs in the wild or captivity.
Some hybrids only exist due to artificial methods,
though, and have never occurred outside of captiv-
ity. For example, the grolar mentioned above hap-
pens more often in the wild, but the changing envi-
ronments of the grizzly bear and polar bear made
it possible. Sometimes, circumstances leave two
species with few options for mating - captivity, for
example. One instance includes a male jaguar and
female lion mating while in captivity. The resulting
offspring were two cubs called a jaglion.

Three Men Charged In
Poaching Case Near
Hardin

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

HARDIN — Three Big Horn County men were re-
cently charged in Montana’s 22nd Judicial District
Court by a designated special prosecutor for un-
lawfully killing several bull elk and one mule deer
buck in the Sarpy Creek area near Hardin between
2022 and 2023.

Theinvestigation began with reports to FWP war-
dens about a headless elk carcass in an area where
no one had permission to hunt. After an exten-
sive investigation, wardens found that the group
allegedly unlawfully killed and possessed sever-
al large bull elk in Hunting District 702 during a
closed season and without landowner permission.
The group also allegedly killed one mule deer
buck without hunting licenses and without land-
owner permission.

During the investigation, Montana wardens exe-
cuted multiple search warrants and seized several
mounts of the allegedly unlawfully killed elk and
deer. Wardens also seized multiple elk mounts,
which were voluntarily turned over to FWP.

The individuals involved in this case have been
charged with 33 total charges by the special pros-
ecutor, including 10 felony charges and 23 misde-
meanor charges. Every person accused of a crime
is presumed to be innocent until his or her guilt is
established beyond a reasonable doubt.

The investigation was in partnership with Mon-
tana Fish Wildlife & Parks, the U.S. Fish & Wildlife
Service, and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

Anyone with information about crimes against
wildlife or state lands is encouraged to visit tip-
mont.mt.gov or contact their local warden to pro-
vide details. Those who report information may be
eligible for a cash reward of up to $1,000.
