A Simple Act of Kindness
Goes a Long Way

Every morning, seat thirteen waits for a child who
can’t afford breakfast, clean socks, or a late slip—
and I leave it something anyway.

My name’s Hank Carter, fifty-seven, school bus
driver. I start the engine at 5:45am, the kind of
cold where your breath hangs like a little white lie.
The radio says traffic and budget cuts. I say a quiet
prayer for green lights and kids who remember to
look both ways.

Seat thirteen sits right behind the emergency exit,
left side. All buses have a seat that tells you a story.
Thirteen is mine.

It started last January. We were just back from win-
ter break, and the town felt like it had a hangover—
too many bills, not enough hours. A boy I didn'’t rec-
ognize climbed aboard late. Hoodie up. Backpack
sagging like it carried bricks. When he passed me, I
caught a smell I knew from my own childhood: yes-
terday’s shirt.

He slid into thirteen and stared at his shoes the
whole ride. At school, he waited until every other kid
stood before he moved. When he did, he left a wet
spot where his socks had bled snowmelt through his
sneakers.

The next morning, I came early with a brown pa-
per bag. Inside: a granola bar, a little box of milk, two
hand warmers, a pair of socks I bought three-for-
five at the dollar store. I laid the bag on thirteen and
taped a note:

For whoever needs it. No questions.

I didn’t look back in the mirror when the kids load-
ed. But when we pulled up to school, I caught sight
of the empty bag, folded neat, tucked under the seat
like it didn’t want to make a fuss.

After that, thirteen became our secret. Some days
the bag went untouched. Other days, it vanished be-
fore the third stop, replaced with a crumpled thank-
you written in pencil that pressed too hard: You
saved my morning. Or: These socks hug my feet.

I never asked names. You don’t put spotlights on
quiet bridges.

Word didn’t spread the way things go viral online.
It spread the way kindness always does—sideways,
softly. A girl who always wore her hair perfect left
a chapstick in the bag one Wednesday. A kid who
never spoke above a whisper dropped in a pack of

colored pencils “for whoever forgot theirs.” A cus-
todian at the depot noticed my receipts and started
slipping me Ziplocs of cereal he bought on his way
in. I told him he didn’t have to. He said he remem-
bered being fifteen and showing up to school hungry
enough to eat paper.

In March, the principal tried to give me a certifi-
cate. “Outstanding Community Contribution,” print-
ed in gold. I thanked her and put it on top of the
freezer at home next to the manual for my mower.
Awards don’t warm toes at 6 a.m.

One Monday, a boy I knew—Jayden, fifth grade—
boarded late, eyes red. He sat in thirteen and
reached for the bag, then stopped. He pulled back
his hand like the bag might bite. At our last stop, he
stood, grabbed the bag, and carried it down the aisle.
He tapped the shoulder of a smaller kid with a cast
on his wrist and a coat two sizes too thin.

“Here,” Jayden said. “It’s for you.”

I kept my eyes on the road. My hands tightened on
the wheel so hard my knuckles went pale. Some-
times the bravest thing a kid does all week happens
in silence, between stop signs.

By April, thirteen got crowded. Not with kids—nev-
er more than one at a time—but with offerings. A
music teacher left a packet of hot cocoa. A mom who
cleans houses tucked in a bus pass she wasn’t using.
One morning I found a note in looping cursive:

My son used this seat last month. He’s sleeping bet-
ter now. Thank you for seeing him.

On the last day before summer, the bus was row-
dy with the kind of joy that tastes like freedom. We
pulled up to school for the final time, and before they
poured out, I stood and turned to them.

“Listen,” I said, my voice skipping like a scratched
CD. “Seat thirteen belongs to all of us. In the fall, if
you need it, it’s yours. If you don’t, help me keep it
full.”

They nodded like a tribe that understood the rules
of its fire.

We start again every August. New route sheets.
New faces. Same seat. I still wake in the dark and
pack a bag: socks, snack, hand warmers in winter, a
cold pack in September heat, a note that says, “You
matter more than you know.”

People say our country argues too loud to hear
itself think. Maybe. But at 6:12am, in the glow of a
bus’s dome light, I watch small hands pass a brown
paper bag from one kid to another without a word. I
watch a seat no one owns become a promise every-
one keeps.

I can’t fix homework or rent or the price of eggs.
But I can claim one square of vinyl [on my bus] and
make sure it never sits empty.

That’s my message, if anyone’s listening: Hou don’t
need a program to change a life. You just need a
place, a habit, and the courage to leave something
behind for the next person.

Youth Pheasant Hunting
Season Kicks Off
Saturday, Oct. 4th

— Idaho Fish & Game —

Youth pheasant hunting season kicks off Saturday,
Oct. 4th and runs through Oct. 10th. Youth ages 17
years and younger with an Idaho hunting license
can participate in the youth pheasant hunt; anyone
18 years or older cannot hunt during the youth hunt.

For full rules on the hunt, see page 11 of the 2024-
25 Idaho Upland Game, Turkey and Furbearer rules
booklet.

Youth hunters do not need an Upland Game Bird
Permit to hunt where birds are stocked, but they are
required to wear at least 36 squares inches of visible
hunter orange above the waist during the pheasant
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season while hunting at those locations. A hunter
orange hat meets this requirement.

Young hunters who have never had a hunting li-
cense and have not taken hunter education can still
participate in the hunt through Idaho’s Hunting
Passport Program. Passport holders must be ac-
companied by an adult with a valid Idaho hunting
license. Additionally, resident youth hunters under
the age of 12 that possess a junior license must also
be accompanied by an adult with a valid Idaho hunt-
ing license.

For a full list of areas where pheasants will be
stocked and number of birds to be stocked, go to
the Pheasant Stocking Program webpage at: idfg.
idaho.gov/hunt/pheasant/stocking and click on each
location.

There are 24 locations where pheasants are
stocked, with 2-5 locations in each region. Most lo-
cations will be stocked for the youth hunt. Fish and
Game plans to release nearly 29,000 pheasants for
hunters in 2025. Pheasant hunting at these loca-
tions starts at 10am daily, except for in the Clearwa-
ter Region where they start at 8am.

Pheasant hunting for all ages starts Oct. 11th or
Oct. 18th, depending on which part of the state you
plan to hunt. As a reminder, there is a five-day delay
for nonresident participation in general pheasant
seasons; however, this does not apply to the youth
season.

There’s a map of pheasant zones on page 11 of the
Idaho Upland Game, Turkey and Furbearer seasons
and rules booklet.

Fall Foliage In Montana Is
A Sight To See

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

KALISPELL - As the days grow cooler and dark-
er, the forests undergo a colorful redesign with the
transformation of autumn.

Fall’s arrival kicks off a color burst across Mon-
tana’s forestlands. A majority of leaves will start
changing in the coming weeks as aspens and
larches glow golden, maples pop red and the cot-

tonwoods burn orange.

Trees change colors in the fall as a natural re-
sponse to shorter days and cooler temperatures.
During the growing season, leaves are green be-
cause of chlorophyll, the pigment that captures
sunlight for photosynthesis. As autumn approach-
es, trees slow down food production and chloro-
phyll breaks down, revealing other pigments that
were present all along. Carotenoids give leaves
their yellow and orange hues, while anthocyanins
produced in some species during fall add brilliant
reds and oranges. This colorful display is part of
the tree’s preparation for winter, as it conserves
energy and eventually sheds its leaves to survive

the cold season.

Western Montana gets most of the glory, but each
corner of the state has something to offer that is
worth witnessing. Some of the best places to take
in the fall display include Glacier National Park,
the Seeley-Swan corridor south of Bigfork and
along the Flathead River. A simple drive along
Highway 93 or a hike into Jewel Basin can also
reward you with breathtaking views. Of course,
around Yellowstone National Park will never dis-
appoint, especially around Mammoth Hot Springs.
The Bitterroot Valley is a colorful canvas as well.

The Humble Cauliflower
Gets a Golden, Gooey
Makeover

Quick! Before we get swept away!
While pumpkins, apples, squash
and cranberries are stealing the
spotlight this time of year, I'd like
us to pause for a moment and give
cauliflower a little love.

This humble, versatile crucifer-
ous vegetable is often taken for
granted, butitdeservesastanding
ovation. Roasted, riced, mashed
or pizza crusted, cauliflower plays
just about any role you ask of it,
and today it’s stepping into the
starring role in a creamy, cheesy
gratin that will win over even the
pickiest of eaters.

What does “au gratin” mean?
Literally, it translates from French
as “with a crust.” In cooking, it re-
fers to a dish topped with a gold-
en, bubbly layer, usually made of
cheese or breadcrumbs, or both.
For this cauliflower gratin, the
rich, velvety cheese sauce melds
with tender florets and browns
lightly in the oven, creating a lus-
cious, flavorful topping that’s as
appealing to the eyes as it is to the
palate.

CAULIFLOWER AU GRATIN

Tender cauliflower florets are
smothered in a creamy, savory sauce,
baked until golden and bubbly, mak-
ing a comforting side dish that’s sim-
ple, elegant and utterly irresistible.

Yield: 4 to 6 servings
Total Time: 35 minutes

1 head cauliflower, in bite-size
florets

For the cheese sauce:
2 tablespoons butter
1/4 cup all-purpose flour

11/2 cups whole milk (or milk of
choice)

1/2 teaspoon thyme, plus extra
to sprinkle on top

1/4 teaspoon freshly ground
black pepper

Pinch freshly ground nutmeg

1 cup (4 ounces) sharp cheddar
cheese, white or yellow, shredded,
plus extra for topping

Creamy, cheesy and golden-baked -- this
cauliflower au gratin turns a simple
side into a showstopper.

Preheat your oven to 375 F.
Spray a 2-1/2-quart baking dish
or 9-x9-inch baking pan with
nonstick cooking spray, or grease
with olive oil or butter.

Bring a big pot of water to boil
and cook cauliflower until just
barely tender, about five minutes.
Drain thoroughly and place into a
medium-size casserole.

In a medium-size saucepan over
medium-high heat, melt the but-
ter. Add flour and whisk a minute
or two until flour starts to look
a little dry but hasn’t browned.
Whisk in milk, bring to a boil and
stir until thickened enough to
coat the back of a spoon and not
fill in the line when a finger is run
across it.

Remove from heat and add
cheese, in small handfuls, stirring

after each until each addition
is well incorporated. Add most
of the thyme, salt, pepper and
nutmeg.

Pour the sauce over the cauli-
flower, using a spoon to stir the
florets, if necessary, so all are
coated. If desired, top with a little
additional cheese and sprinkle
the top with the remaining pinch
of thyme. Bake for 20 minutes or
until lightly browned in spots.

Cheese Variations: For a differ-
ent flavor profile, try white ched-
dar (pictured), Gruyere, Swiss or
smoked Gouda -- each will give
the gratin a unique richness. You
can even mix two cheeses for a
more complex flavor.

Optional Mix-Ins: Cooked ba-
con or pancetta bits for a smoky
touch. Sauteed mushrooms for
earthy depth. Finely chopped
caramelized onions for a hint of
sweetness. A handful of cooked
spinach or kale for extra color and
nutrients.

So, the next time you're caught
up in the swirl of pumpkins and
pies, remember the quiet bril-
liance of cauliflower. This creamy
gratin proves that even the hum-
blest vegetable can take center
stage when given a little love (and
a lot of cheese). Serve it along-
side your favorite fall mains and
watch it disappear -- because
sometimes the supporting cast
deserves a standing ovation.
