See A Bat In Or Around Your
Home? Don’t Panic, Here's
What You Need To Know

— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Fall is a crucial time for bats as they migrate or pre-
pare for hibernation. It’s not uncommon to find a bat
roosting on the side of buildings or homes. However,
there’s no need to panic; they are often just resting
to conserve energy while passing through.

Bats are frequently misunderstood. They are not
the blood-sucking, frightening creatures depict-
ed in movies. In reality, they play a vital role in our
ecosystem.

A big brown bat rests on a tree trunk

Most bats, including those in Idaho, consume large
quantities of insects, such as moths, flies, and mos-
quitoes. They provide free pest control by eating the
insects that harm crops, saving U.S. farmers over $3
billion annually. In Idaho, bats are worth an estimat-
ed $313 million dollars annually to farmers.

All bats in Idaho are protected nongame spe-
cies, making it illegal to harm, harass, or kill them.
The best way to protect bats is to avoid disturbing
them, ensuring they continue to thrive in Idaho’s
environment.

Always wear gloves when handling a bat.
What to do if you find a bat

Throughout the year, Idaho Fish and Game re-
ceives calls from concerned homeowners about
bats. Here’s what to do if you see a bat in or outside
your home:

« Never handle a bat with bare hands.

« Ifyou find a bat inside your home and are certain
you haven’t had a rabies exposure, refer to this
instructional video or call Idaho Fish and Game
for guidance on safely capturing and releasing
the bat outside.

- If you have a bat colony in your home (e.g., attic,
garage, or shop), contact Idaho Fish and Game
for advice on safely evicting and excluding them.
Unless there’s a public health threat (e.g., bats
entering living spaces), the best time to evict bats
from structures is early September to mid-Oc-
tober—after bat maternity season and before
hibernation.

« If you find a bat outdoors roosting (hanging up-
side down) on a wall or any other surface (e.g.,
tree, shrub, garden plant, firewood pile, or inside
a patio umbrella), leave the bat alone and keep
people and pets away from it.

- If you find a bat outdoors on the ground that ap-
pears weak, sick, or injured and is unable to fly,
do not handle it with bare hands. Ensure the bat
is safe from people, pets, and natural predators,
then contact Idaho Fish and Game for guidance.
Sometimes, the energy demands of migration or
the inexperience of young bats leave them dehy-
drated, weak, or disoriented.

« If you have had any direct contact with a bat (es-
pecially if bitten or scratched), or you find a bat in
the same room as someone who may be unaware
of a bite (e.g., a sleeping person or a child), safe-
ly capture the bat without handling it with bare
hands, and contact your healthcare provider or
local Public Health District for a risk assessment.

- If you find five or more dead or sick bats at the
same time in the same location, contact Idaho
Fish and Game for guidance.

- Lastly, please ensure your pets are vaccinated for
rabies.

Hunters: Stop At All
Designated Check

Stations
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

HELENA - During the general big game season,
Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks runs biological
game check stations on weekends around the
state. Please remember that all hunters are re-
quired by law to stop at all designated check sta-
tions on their way to and from hunting, even if
they have no game to be checked. If you are hunt-
ing and see check station signage along the road-
way, please pull in where directed.

Biologists gather a lot of valuable information at
these check stations, working with hunters to col-
lect wildlife data and gauge hunter participation
and harvest rates.

At these stations, you won’t be asked for your
hunting license, but biologists will enter the sex
and species of your animal, check the teeth for ag-
ing purposes, and measure the antlers or horns if
it is a male. Some stations also offer the option to
have animals sampled for CWD if desired. Hunt-
ers also will be asked for a general area of where
they were hunting, what game they were after, how
many were in their party, where they are from, if
they were hunting on public, private or fee land,
and if they were satisfied with their hunt. It’s an
effective way to gauge both hunter traffic, success
and experiences, while recording key population
data.

Please follow all directions and signs from FWP
staff as they work diligently to check game, an-
swer questions, and get you on your way. FWP staff
greatly appreciate all hunters’ cooperation in this
effort.

Make Fancy Stuffed French Toast

EASY OVERNIGHT STUFFED FRENCH TOAST
Makes 5-6 two-slice servings

1 8-ounce package low-fat or regular cream
cheese, softened

» 3/4 cup chopped pecans
e 1/3 cup sugar
- 3 tablespoons orange zest from a fresh orange

« 1 large loaf French bread (day-old bread with a
softer crust works best)

+ 6 eggs, beaten
« 3/4 cup milk
- 1 teaspoon vanilla extract

« Maple syrup for Pecan Maple Syrup (recipe follows)

First, read through the steps and choose appropri-
ate jobs for every family member. Let’s begin!

To assemble: Blend the cream cheese, 1/2 cup of
the pecans, the sugar, and 2 tablespoons of the or-
ange zest in a medium bowl.

An adult orolder child should cut the loafinto about
10 to 12 1-inch slices. Then cut an opening in one
crust side of each slice two-thirds the way down to
form a pocket.
