Vitamin K2 is being evaluated for helping to re-
duce heart disease risk, but the evidence isn’t strong 
enough to recommend it yet. Vitamin K2 is very safe, 
and I don’t object to people using it, although they 
are likely wasting money.

DEAR DR. ROACH:  Outside of limiting your salt 
intake, avoiding potassium and phosphates, and 
hydrating properly, is there anything that one 
can undertake to stop or reverse declining kidney 
function? -- H.M.

ANSWER: The answer depends on the underlying 
reason for the chronic kidney disease (CKD) and 
how far the disease has progressed. Limiting sodi-
um, potassium and phosphates is good general ad-
vice for most people with CKD. It’s also important to 
avoid drugs that stress the kidney. The most import-
ant classes of drugs to avoid are anti-infl ammatory 
drugs (like ibuprofen and naproxen) and the many 
prescription drugs in the NSAID class.

Medical procedures with dye should be avoided 
if possible, and some antibiotics are problematic. 
So, it’s important for all your doctors to know about 
your kidney disease.

Blood pressure control is important for everyone 
with CKD. Some medicines for high blood pressure 
(such as ACE inhibitors and angiotensin receptor 
blockers) are more protective of the kidney than 
others, so it’s worth asking your regular doctor or 
kidney specialist if your medicines are optimal. Peo-
ple with diabetes should also keep their blood sugar 
in the optimal range as much as possible.

For people with CKD and high levels of protein in 
their urine, the use of SGLT2 inhibitors (such as 
dapaglifl ozin or empaglifl ozin) has been proven to 
slow the progression of kidney disease by almost 
30%. People with CKD who smoke should stop. Mod-
est protein restriction remains controversial, but I 
advise it for my patients with CKD.

Taking Vitamin K2, Although Safe, 
Doesn’t Prevent Osteoporosis

DEAR DR. ROACH:  I’m a 68-year-old female who 
is in good health. I currently take vitamin D3, and 
the only prescription that I’m on is rosuvastatin. 
It has been brought to my attention by my cousin, 
who is a devout vegan, that taking vitamin D3 with 
K2 is much better than just taking D3 alone. If this 
is true, I’m wondering why my doctor hasn’t rec-
ommended it.

When I mentioned this to my friends, they had 
never heard of D3 and K2 either. Do you see an 
advantage to switching over to this supplement? I 
had a bone density test done this past year, and the 
doctor said that there were no problems. -- W.R.

ANSWER: In my opinion, supplements can be a 
way of treating symptoms and some medical condi-
tions. But there are very few situations in which a 
supplement is proven to be effective at preventing 
problems for a person who feels well.

Vitamin D3 may be one exception as it is important 
to prevent and treat osteoporosis for those who are 
at risk. While I often hear that vitamin K2 is effec-
tive for osteoporosis (probably based on a Japanese 
study), several studies in the United States failed to 
show any signifi cant benefi t of it over a placebo. So, I 
do not recommend vitamin K2 for people with oste-
oporosis, nor do I recommend K2 to prevent it. Since 
you don’t have osteoporosis based on your bone 
density test, you would be taking it for prevention.

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just say) “effi cient” the bass are at spawning.

“At around 60 degrees, bass are full-on spawning,” 
says Martin Koenig, Fish and Game’s Sportfi sh Pro-
gram Coordinator. “At that point, they are already 
thinking about digging their nests and depositing 
their eggs, which means that bass are very catchable 
in the mid-50 degree range.”

Bodies of water warm up differently based on their 
size and location. Shallower water warms quicker 
than deeper water. That kiddie pool in your back-
yard is going to be a lot warmer (a lot quicker) than 
water fl owing out the base of Arrowrock Dam, for 
instance. 

So, monitoring the ongoing temperatures of which-
ever body of water you plan on fi shing is key. Keep 
a thermometer handy inside your tackle box when 
you go out. In many bass fi sheries in the southern 
part of the state (more on fi shing destinations later), 
that clock is already counting down. 

Check the weather

Spring fi shing can be hit and miss, but it’s usual-
ly best when the weather is stable. Bass will come 
into shallow waters as weather warms, and will stay 
there if conditions remain good. Spring cold fronts 
can interrupt this migration, when bass often turn 
back to deeper water. Anglers will have better luck 
fi shing on bright, sunny days when the fi sh are more 
active. Cloudy or rainy days often push bass back 
down to their wintering levels, making the bite less 
predictable.

Boat or bank angler?

Normally the only way to target those big, deep-wa-
ter bass during the year is by boat and some form 
of technology that monitors water depth. Shore an-
glers are usually pretty limited to how deep they can 
target fi sh since casting line out from dry land only 
gets you so far. 

During much of the year, those larger bass (espe-
cially smallmouth) are down deep or hanging on 
offshore structures, making them tough for shore 
anglers to reach. However, as the temperatures rise 
and we get deeper into April, the playing fi eld sort of 
levels out for anglers of both varieties.

Pre-spawn bass will be ascending from the deep-
er pockets of a lake or reservoir on to shallow grav-
elly fl ats. This is when shore anglers have a better 
chance to reach them with a jig or bait — and fancy 
sonar ain’t necessary.

Full-on spawn

“It may just be three weeks out of the year, but the 
bigger smallmouth are going to be the ones ready 
to spawn,” says Koenig. “Those mature 15-19 inch-
ers are seeking out the sandier, gravelly shallows to 
carve out little divots in the bottom and deposit their 
eggs in those spots.”

The Opportunity To Fish 
For Some Of The State’s 

Biggest Bass Is Now
Part 1 of 2

— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

And you don’t need to be a seasoned tournament 
pro to be successful.

During spring, the local weatherman stands before 
a green screen, strategically circling portions of the 
state with high and low pressure systems. Predict-
ing spring weather in Idaho can be all over the map. 
While it might be weeks before most anglers wait for 
those warm, sunny days to pack coolers and slath-
er on sunscreen, there is a group of die-hards who 
anxiously await these unpredictable days this April: 
We’re looking at you, hardcore bass anglers. 

The reason anglers go after bass during these next 
few weeks is simple: That’s when the big, trophy-size 
bass are swimming up from the deeper pools to 
spawn in shallower water. Warmer temperatures 
mean more active bass. Imagine just how fun wak-
ing up at 4 a.m. to go for a jog in January sounds. You 
get the point.

While both largemouth and smallmouth bass can 
be targeted most of the year, the fi rst few weeks of 
spring — as water temperatures begin to rise — mark 
the most exciting time to target trophy bass. And, no, 
you don’t need to be a bass tournament pro to get in 
on the hunt either. 

All it takes is a little understanding of a bass’s hab-
itat, their spawning cycle, water temperature dy-
namics, and directions to a nearby fi shery. Put it all 
together and you got a recipe for one heck of a week-
end fi shing for America’s most popular game fi sh.

A pain in the bass

Bass can be tricky. While found across most of the 
state, the opportunity to track them down during 
this pivotal season is often easier in theory than in 
reality. Understanding their habitat and the type of 
waterbody they inhabit is key to homing in on either 
small or largemouth bass. 

Smallmouths tend to lurk in cooler waters, such as 
the Snake River and cooler lakes with deeper water 
and less vegetation. Largemouth, on the other hand, 
tend to be found in warmer, shallower bodies of wa-
ter where rocks and vegetation provide ample cover-
age from overhead sun and predators. Think of that 
local pond or reservoir with fallen trees, rock crevic-
es, cattails, over-hanging willows, cottonwoods, lily 
pads, etc. 

Largemouth bass from the Chain Lakes

Generally speaking, if you can see the structure 
above the water, or just below the surface, then it’s 
more likely largemouth territory. And if it’s too deep 
to tell or too cold to wade and fi nd out, then you 
might be in smallmouth country. 

As water temperatures slowly begin their spring 
and summer climb, it’s worth noting that the win-
dow of opportunity to fi nd these big fi sh is only open 
for a few weeks, sometimes less depending on the 
rate at which the temperatures rise and how (let’s

Lacquerware
Picnics are a favorite way to celebrate the spring 

weather. But most of us wouldn’t pack ours in a box 
like this one, which sold for $2,560 at an auction 
by Nye & Company. This fi ve-tiered lacquer picnic 
box was made in Japan in the 18th century. It was 
probably for a wealthy family whose crest graces the 
top. Today, it is a work of art, and similar Japanese 
lacquer picnic boxes appear in museum collections 
around the world. 

Lacquerware has been made in Japan for thou-
sands of years, with the earliest examples dating 
to 7000 to 5500 B.C. Elaborate decorating styles 
emerged by the eighth century. Over the next few 
hundred years, artists developed techniques incor-
porating multiple lacquer colors and inlaid materi-
als like shell, ivory, mother-of-pearl, or metal foils 
or powders.  

This picnic box features a mother-of-pearl inlay 
and a lacquer technique called nashiji, in which gold 
or silver fl akes are scattered into layers of translu-
cent lacquer while it is still wet. In English, this tech-
nique and similar methods used in European deco-
rative arts are called aventurine, after the gemstone 
it resembles.

Q:I have some antique handwritten documents 
and would like to know their value.

an invoice dated April 1795 for supplies aboard the 
Brig Lydia, a memo written and signed by Booker 
T. Washington on Leland Hotel of Chicago letter-

A:The most valuable antique documents are the 
ones signed by famous historical fi gures or as-

sociated with major events. Your documents, signed 
by Booker T. Washington and Henry W. Longfellow, 
certainly qualify. Dr. Washington (1856-1915) is one 
of the most signifi cant educators in American his-
tory. In 1881, he founded the Tuskegee Normal and 
Industrial Institute, a school that provided academ-
ic and vocational training for African American stu-
dents and served as its fi rst principal and president. 
Documents with his signature can be worth about 
$250 to $500.

Males will usually show up fi rst to prep the nests in 
hopes of attracting a female. Once the work of dig-
ging the nests is done, females will show up (if the 
males’ handiwork is up to snuff) and deposit their 
eggs. 

The females don’t stick around much longer after 
that, though. The males, on the other hand, will hang 
around to guard the nests and ward off any preda-
tors, such as bluegill or perch, which might see the 
eggs or newly hatched bass fry as an easy meal. 
Males also work to keep the eggs oxygenated by fan-
ning them. 

“But seeking out the spawning beds is just an in-
dicator,” Koenig suggests. “Finding those transition 
zones in the water level, somewhere between the 
warm shallows and spots just below, is where you 
want to be targeting them.” 

A lesson from Oxbow Reservoir

Oxbow Reservoir, the 581-acre stretch of water 
along the lower Snake River, is a perfect example of 
how water temperature determines where bass are 
on their life cycle.

Oxbow’s long and shallow water corridor — essen-
tially a bloated section of the Snake River — doesn’t 
provide many opportunities for deep sections of wa-
ter that a larger lake might have. Water fl owing into 
Oxbow from the base of Brownlee Dam is especially 
cold, roughly 55 degrees during spring. With colder 
water coming in, bass might be pre-spawn in the up-
per end of the reservoir. 

Mid-way down, where the water temperatures 
have warmed to around 60 degrees, bass will have 
already moved on to the heart of the spawn, hugging 
those shallows closer to the bank to dig nests and lay 
eggs.

Smallmouth Bass

Near the lower end of the reservoir, the bass may 
have fi nished spawning and are already back in the 
deeper portions of the reservoir.

And the cool thing? All of these behaviors and stag-
es in the spawn can be witnessed on a single day. 
Where your fi shing spot falls on the temperature 
scale will determine what part of the bass life cycle 
is happening there.

As seen in the Oxbow Reservoir example, there 
are many factors that drive water temperatures to 

fl uctuate. It goes without saying that lakes at high-
er elevations take longer to warm up. For example, 
the higher elevation upper Snake River fl owing into 
American Falls Reservoir is going to take a lot longer 
to reach those optimal 55-65 degree water tempera-
tures than, say, C.J. Strike Reservoir in the southwest 
corner of the state, despite being on the same river 
system. 

Anglers should be thinking about this when con-
sidering where to target big bass. Expect the bite to 
be earlier where the waters warm soonest. And that 
brings us to our fi nal point.

Where to fi sh for bass around the state

There are dozens of fi sheries all across the state 
that hold decent populations of largemouth bass 
and smallmouth bass (and in a few cases, both). De-
pending on the region, consistent weather patterns 
and a preference on which type of bass you’re go-
ing for, here is a list of some of the best bass fi shing 
spots around Idaho. 

LARGEMOUTH BASS

Shallower, warmer waters. Look for 5-10 feet of 
water, with fl ooded habitat, tree stumps, cover, and 
vegetation.

Diverse bodies of water that have both deep, cool-
er pools and warm shallows along the bank can 
give anglers a good chance for targeting both small-
mouth and largemouth bass.

Fish low and slow

Every day of fi shing is a little different and every 
fi sh is a little different, but there are common traits 
that will help you catch bass during spring. They’re 
still a little sluggish, so they aren’t typically going to 
chase a fast-retrieved lure or bait.

That also means you might not get the savage strike 
for which bass are famous. It might feel as subtle as 
dragging your lure across a blade of grass, or a gen-
tle, steady pull. Since they’re spawning — or getting 
ready to spawn — they’re likely going to be close to 
the bottom, so that’s where you want to fi sh.

A Few Helpful Hints to Protect 
Yourself When You Buy or Sell

It’s a desperate world out there, and unfortunate-
ly, that means the manipulative and dishonest 
folks are becoming more and more bold. 

Here are some ways to help ensure your infor-
mation stays safe, and so does your wallet.

1. Always Meet In Person — You don’t have to 
necessarily go to another person’s house or invite 
them to yours, but always insist on meeting face 
to face for any purchases. More specifi cally, we 
suggest meeting somewhere public and well-
populated, like the parking lot of a busy grocery 
store. Or even better, right by a police station! As a 
Part Two, we suggest taking a friend along. There’s 
safety in numbers!

2. Insist on Cash — Now I know this won’t always 
work, particularly for larger priced items like cars, 
boats, RVs, even fi rearms. However another red 
fl ag is when a sellar, or buyer, asks if they can use 
a cashier’s check, or even personal check, for pay-
ment. Often, we hear of customers saying a buyer 
offered to overpay them via cashier’s check with 
the understanding of paying them the difference 
in cash.

By avoiding using any sort of 
affi rmation phrase (yes, okay, uh-huh, etc.), it 
keeps them from being able to use your voice to 
confi rm something without your knowledge later.

4. Exchange Contact Info — When purchasing 
livestock or an expensive pet, having a way to con-
tact the original seller is super helpful in the event 
some sort of medical problem arises. Responsi-
ble breeders and sellers take pride in the animals 
they rear. I haven’t met a single responsible seller/
breeder who won’t share their contact informa-
tion with you for future need.

All in all, use common sense and be careful! If the 
sale doesn’t feel quite right, don’t follow through.

Wildlife Underpass Project 
On US-30 To Begin Near 

Montpelier In April
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Construction efforts on three wildlife underpass-
es on US-30 are set to begin near Montpelier this 
month. This grant-funded project under the di-
rection of Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) 
will include the installation of two concrete box 
culverts, one bridge, and 6 road miles of 8-ft tall 
fencing between highway mileposts 442 and 448.

This short section of highway intersects with a 
topographic bottleneck, known as Rocky Point, 
that funnels migratory mule deer along a region-
ally important mule deer migration route. It is 
there within these few miles that motorists can 
encounter some of the worst points of confl ict with 
wildlife on US-30 between Montpelier and the Wy-
oming border.

Data collected by Idaho Fish and Game and ITD 
shows that of the deer killed on just one 20-mile 
stretch of US-30, about 70% are reported at Rocky 
Point.

Once completed (estimated Fall 2026), this un-
derpass project will improve driver safety while 
protecting migrating deer and other wildlife.

“This project is equally important to both ITD 
and Idaho Fish and Game and has received broad 
support from the Bear Lake County community 
because of the benefi ts to both human and wild-
life safety,” said Regional Wildlife Manager Zach 
Lockyer with Idaho Fish and Game. “Hunters and 
other wildlife enthusiasts value this mule deer 
resource, and protecting it has added benefi ts to 
both the economy and quality of life in this part of 
southeast Idaho.”

The grant awarded to ITD to fund this $12-mil-
lion project is part of $125 million in federal 
grants awarded to 16 states through the Federal 
Highway Administration’s Wildlife Crossings Pilot 
Program.

“We are excited to get this project fully-funded 
and built,” ITD’s District 5 Environmental Planner 
Alissa Salmore said. “Local citizens and our Mont-
pelier shed crew have been asking for a solution 
here for decades. It will be good to fi nally deliver 
this project, both for people and for wildlife.”

Preheat the oven to 425 F. Light-
ly coat a quarter sheet pan (or 
a 9x13-inch baking dish) with 
cooking spray.

Sheet Pan Pizza Frittata: 
A Fast, Frugal Dinner That 

Feels Like a Treat

Is it pizza for breakfast or break-
fast for dinner? It’s part frittata, 
part pizza and all quick week-
night cooking.

This is one of those meals that 
solves a lot of problems. It’s ready 
in about 30 minutes and works 
just as well for brunch or lunch 
as it does for dinner. It’s naturally 
gluten-free, lower in carbs and far 
less expensive than takeout. And 
if you happen to have leftovers, 
you’re in luck. A slice tucked into 
a piece of bread or wrapped up 
with a handful of greens makes a 
terrifi c next-day lunch. It’s even 
surprisingly good cold or at room 
temperature -- perfect for those 
moments when you need some-
thing quick and relatively healthy.

What I love most about this rec-
ipe is how fl exible it is. You can 
use just about any vegetables you 
have on hand. Mushrooms, on-
ions and bell peppers are a great 
starting point, but zucchini, spin-
ach or tomatoes work beautifully 
too. This is where those little bits 
and pieces in the fridge come to-
gether and become dinner.

SHEET PAN PIZZA FRITTATA 
SUPREME

Yield: 4-6 servings

Total Time: 30 minutes

12 large eggs 

1/3 cup half and half, cream or 
whole milk 

1 1/2 teaspoons Italian season-
ing, divided 

1 teaspoon kosher salt, divided 

Remove the pan from the oven 
and switch the oven to broil. 
Spoon the pizza sauce over the 
eggs, then scatter the peppero-
ni and mozzarella on top. Return 
to the oven and broil for about 2 
minutes, or until the cheese is 
melted and bubbly and the eggs 
are fully set.

Serve this with a quick salad 
and maybe a slice of warm crusty 
bread, and you’ve got a complete 
meal that feels a little special 
without requiring much effort at 
all.

PETITE PORTION PIZZA SAUCE

Yield: 3/4 cup

Prep Time: 20 minutes

1 (8-ounce) can tomato sauce 

1 teaspoon garlic powder 

1 teaspoon Italian seasoning 

1 teaspoon sugar 

Line a fi ne-mesh strainer with a 
coffee fi lter (a paper towel works 
in a pinch) and set it over a bowl. 
Pour in the tomato sauce and let 
it drain for about 15 minutes, or 
until noticeably thickened.

Transfer the thickened sauce 
to a small bowl. Stir in the garlic 
powder, Italian seasoning and 
sugar until well combined. Use 
immediately or cover and refrig-
erate until ready to use.

8,600 Acres In North Idaho 
Removed From Large 

Tracts Program By Private 
Landowners Following 

Repeated Unauthorized Use 
And Rule Violations

— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

The privately owned parcels in Unit 5 south of 
Coeur d’Alene are no longer open to public access

Manulife Investment Management recently re-
moved nearly 8,600 acres of land from the Large 
Tracts Program in Unit 5 near Emida due to per-
sistent violations and damage to property. The acre-
age has been divided into two parcels that will be 
leased for exclusive access.

Managing public use of these parcels has become 
increasingly challenging for Manulife. 

A Manulife representative commented, “Our goal is 
to keep properties in North Idaho available for rec-
reational access while maintaining them as working 
forests and managing the costs and risks associated 
with providing access. Over time, we have experi-
enced a growing number of unauthorized activities 
on the lands we manage. This includes unauthorized 
trails, drug and alcohol use, unapproved events, 
illegal collection of forest products, dumping, van-
dalism, theft, unpermitted fi res, damage to roads, 
gates, and wetlands. Licenses for access allow us to 
gain greater control over these activities and cover 
related costs while keeping our lands accessible for 
public enjoyment.”

Idaho Fish and Game conservation offi cers in the 
Panhandle Region, who are responsible for enforc-
ing motorized use restrictions and other landown-
er-designated rules on Large Tracts parcels (under 
Idaho Code § 36-126), have also documented per-
sistent violations on these properties.

“Access to private land through programs like 
Large Tracts depends on mutual respect and follow-
ing the landowner’s rules,” said Mark Maret, Senior 
Conservation Offi cer with Fish and Game. “Unfor-
tunately, we’ve continued to see violations on these 
properties despite ongoing education and enforce-
ment. In this case, those violations led the land-
owners to change how the properties are managed, 
which meant a loss of public access.”

All 8,600 acres are in the southeast portion of Unit 
5. Review the map below for details, or visit the Ida-
ho Hunt Planner for current information on parcel 
accessibility in the Large Tracts Program.

Changes in land management like this are a re-
minder that all Large Tracts parcels are private 
lands, and access can change at any time. Hunters, 
anglers and recreationists should never assume 
last season’s access is still valid this season. Always 
confi rm land status before your trip by checking the 
Idaho Hunt Planner.

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The current health of the GYE grizzly bear popula-
tion is sound. The translocation of the bears provid-
ed new genetics into the currently isolated GYE griz-
zly bear population as part of an agreement signed 
by the states of Montana, Idaho and Wyoming to ad-
dress a U.S. Ninth Circuit Court ruling following the 
2017 delisting of the GYE population. While the best 
available science indicated genetic exchange among 
distinct grizzly bear populations was not essential 
for recovery, increased genetic diversity is advanta-
geous for robust populations.   

 “This multiagency effort was a shining example of 
interstate/interagency collaboration and coopera-
tion to address long-term genetic viability concerns 
raised and embodies both on-the-ground conserva-
tion and a commitment to fulfi ll obligations toward 
grizzly bear management in the contiguous United 
States,” said Wyoming Game and Fish Director Angi 
Bruce. 

Annual cub survival rates are just above 50 per-
cent, and they are often slightly lower for fi rst litters.  

“So, we do have to wait and see about the survival 
of this litter,” Costello said. “Even if this litter does 
not survive, we expect she will be successful in the 
future.” 

The female grizzly from Montana was released in Wyo-
ming during the summer of 2024.

Reproduction by the translocated male will be 
harder to document since it can only be done 
through the opportunistic capture and genetic sam-
pling and analyses of offspring.  

“We are hopeful that he has or will produce off-
spring, too,” Costello said. 

Male mating success is often tied to large body size, 
and the male is estimated to be 7 years old, which is 
considered a bit young for challenging other adult 
males for females.

Translocated Female 
Grizzly Emerges From Den 

With Two Cubs
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

Within just two years, the female grizzly that was 
released in the Greater Yellowstone Ecosystem 
(GYE) emerged from her den this spring with two 
cubs in tow – a welcoming sight that represents suc-
cessful population genetic enhancement and state 
collaboration. This event marks a milestone for 
grizzly bear management in America, establishing 
certain genetic interchange between the Northern 
Continental Divide Ecosystem (NCDE) in Montana 
and the GYE. 

Biologists released the bear in Wyoming two years 
ago as part of a joint effort between Wyoming and 
Montana to establish genetic exchange between the 
two ecosystems. She was recently seen and photo-
graphed with cubs at her den site during a radio-te-
lemetry monitoring fl ight. 

 “This is concrete evidence that Montana and Wyo-
ming are committed to sustaining a recovered pop-
ulation of grizzly bears and is a major success in our 
continued efforts to ensure genetic diversity in these 
two recovered populations of bears,” said Montana 
Fish, Wildlife & Parks director Christy Clark.  

The female was one of two grizzlies that were 
translocated through a partnership between FWP, 
the Wyoming Game and Fish Department (WGFD) 
and Yellowstone National Park. The other bear was 
a subadult male. The female was 4 years old at the 
time of the translocation and is now 6.   

“Grizzly bears in these populations usually give 
birth for the fi rst time at 5 or 6 years old, so it’s not 
surprising from an age standpoint,” said FWP griz-
zly bear researcher Cecily Costello. “It is more sur-
prising because last year she was still very mobile 
and made many large, wandering movements. We 
wondered if that energy expenditure might reduce 
her chances of reproducing, but, from the photo, she 
appears to be in great condition.” 

For many years, Montana and Wyoming have fo-
cused on managing an ever-growing bear popula-
tion in the GYE and NCDE. Recovery levels in the two 
ecosystems were surpassed years ago.

Interstate Bridge 
Construction Impacting 

Walk-In River Access
Triple Bridges, Alberton Gorge

— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

ALBERTON, Montana — An Interstate 90 bridge 
replacement project over the Clark Fork River west 
of Alberton will impact walk-in river access in the 
Alberton Gorge area known as “Triple Bridges” 
beginning April 15th.

During construction, Old Highway 10 West will 
be closed immediately after the Tarkio East Fish-
ing Access Site (FAS) entrance road. The Old High-
way 10 pedestrian bridge, a kayaker trail that pro-
vides access to the Triple Bridges surf wave, and 
lands between the highway and the east bank of 
the river are part of the closed area. These areas 
are closed to all public use.

The Montana Department of Transportation 
(MDT), along with construction partner Sletten 
Construction Companies, are working to replace 
the westbound bridge that carries I-90 over the 
Clark Fork River, approximately 9.5 miles west of 
Alberton. These closures are necessary to ensure 
public safety during activities associated with the 
bridge construction. MDT anticipates the closures 
will continue through the fall of 2027.

The river remains open to fl oating with no oth-
er closures. This means that access to the popular 
boat put-in for the Alberton Gorge section of the 
Clark Fork River at Cyr Bridge FAS to the main 
take-out at Tarkio FAS is unaffected. Tarkio East 
FAS and Ralph’s Takeout, popular access sites in 
this section of river, also remain open.

Floaters are encouraged to be cautious when on 
the river in the Triple Bridges area. Boaters should 
move through the area quickly and be extra aware 
of construction activities.
