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don’t bother most people; however, several of my 
readers over the years have been so bothered by 
fl oaters that they have undergone surgical vitrecto-
my. This is the removal of all the gel material from 
the vitreous cavity, including all (or nearly all) of 
the vitreous opacities that cause fl oaters. Published 
complication rates with this procedure are less than 
1% in experienced hands.

I have also read about using a laser to break up 
large fl oaters into smaller and presumably easi-
er-to-ignore pieces, but I have no personal experi-
ence with this. In addition, the literature is mixed.

DEAR DR. ROACH: I was diagnosed with sleep 
apnea decades ago. While I was not obese, I was 
a little overweight at the time and made a com-
mitment to eat better. I lost 10-20 pounds, and I’m 
down to under 250 pounds at 6 feet, 1 inch tall. 
Voila, my sleep apnea was cured! I kept the weight 
off and have not snored since.

While you note the connection between excess 
weight and sleep apnea, I didn’t see any mention 
of weight loss as a cure. Is it really this easy, or 
was I just lucky? -- D.K.

ANSWER: Weight loss is effective at treating sleep 
apnea in many people. However, losing and keeping 
the weight off in the long-term is very hard for most 
people. The GLP-1 drug tirzepatide (Zepbound) was 
recently approved for obstructive sleep apnea in 
people who are obese, in combination with a healthy 
diet and physical activity. GLP-1 agonists are quite 
effective at helping people lose weight and keeping 
the weight off (as long as the person keeps taking the 
medication).

It’s critical to note that not everyone with obstruc-
tive sleep apnea is obese. Some people just have the 
anatomy in the back of their throats that makes sleep 
apnea more likely, despite having a normal weight. 
Weight loss may not help them at all in these cases.

Floater in Eye Proves To Be 
Incredibly Distracting

DEAR DR. ROACH: I am a 67-year-old male with 
generally good vision. I’ve had a few fl oaters in my 
eyes over the years, but they have generally been 
small and have not signifi cantly affected my vi-
sion. However, about six months ago, I suddenly 
had a large fl oater appear in one of my eyes that 
did affect my vision. It is right in the center of my 
fi eld of vision and is very distracting.

I had a checkup with my optometrist soon after, 
and she said there were no major issues with my 
eye. She said that my brain would adjust to the 
fl oater so I would not notice it as much. Howev-
er, six months later, I still fi nd it very distracting. 
I frequently have to move my eye to try and get it 
out of my center vision so I can see clearly. Are 
there any treatments that can be done to remove 
distracting fl oaters? -- D.H.

ANSWER: “Floaters” are bits of cellular debris in 
the vitreous humor, which is the gel-fi lled space in 
between the lens and the retina. The sudden ap-
pearance of fl oaters can represent serious eye dis-
ease, such as a detached retina, so it was wise to get 
an evaluation when you noticed a sudden change.

The eye does not have a way to remove fl oaters, so 
you will have them as long as you live unless you do 
something about it. As your optometrist said, they

The United States is in the middle of a large mea-
sles outbreak now, and those living in an area with 
transmission should be sure that they are immune 
to measles. This can be done by checking blood anti-
body levels or giving an extra dose to those who have 
already been immunized (or two doses to those who 
have never been immunized).

At the time that I write this, there is no rubella out-
break in the U.S., but if there is, the advice will be 
similar to demonstrating immunity to rubella as it 
is for measles.

DEAR DR. ROACH: Would you say a 1/2 teaspoon 
of baking soda in my water every morning would 
give me a more alkaline system? -- L.M.

ANSWER: Baking soda is basic or alkali on the pH 
scale. If you put a 1/2 teaspoon in a large glass of wa-
ter, the pH of the resulting solution will be around 
8.3 or so. However, as soon as you drink it, the acid 
in your stomach will overwhelm the baking soda 
since stomach acid is a lot stronger an acid than 
baking soda is a base.

Furthermore, your body has robust systems to 
keep your body’s pH regulated at just around 7.4. 
Your kidneys and lungs will quickly act to maintain 
your body’s pH, whether you take in a lot of alkaline 
like baking soda or a whole lot of acid like lemon 
juice or lemonade.

These pH regulatory systems have evolved to keep 
the blood pH at a slightly alkaline level, and even 
small changes from this level usually represent seri-
ous illness. You don’t want to change your blood pH.

Immunity to Rubella Does Not 
Equal Immunity to Measles

DEAR DR. ROACH:I read a recent column of 
yours in which you said that everyone my age 
can assume we’ve had measles. I remember hav-
ing measles in the second grade but have a vague 
memory of my parents calling it German measles, 
which I believe is rubella.

If a person has had either, do they have immuni-
ty to both types of measles? -- S.F.

ANSWER: If you were born before 1957, you are 
likely but not 100% sure to be immune to measles 
(sometimes called red measles) and mumps. How-
ever, rubella (German measles) is a different dis-
ease, and immunity to one does not ensure immu-
nity to the other.

The biggest health concern with rubella is when a 
woman of childbearing age contracts it as the poten-
tial damage to her developing fetus can be severe. 
So, every woman who could get pregnant is tested 
for immunity at the earliest opportunity. All health 
care workers should have documented immunity to 
measles, mumps and rubella.

First Confi rmed Measles 
Case in Idaho Panhandle 

Since 1991
— Panhandle Health District —

Panhandle Health District (PHD) is reporting a 
confi rmed measles infection in an unvaccinated 
child in Kootenai County. This is the fi rst case in 
a resident of Idaho since 2023 and the fi rst case 
in the northern Panhandle since 1991. PHD is 
working to identify how the individual contracted 
measles and contacting the known locations that 
the individual visited while infectious to inform 
anyone who may have been exposed to the virus.

Measles is a highly contagious virus and spreads 
easily through the air when an infected person 
breaths, coughs or sneezes. The virus can stay in 
the air two hours after an infected person has left. 
Symptoms typically appear seven to 14 days after 
exposure and include high fever, cough, runny 
nose, red eyes, and a distinctive rash. While many 
recover without problems, measles can lead to se-
rious complications, especially in very young chil-
dren and people with weakened immune systems.

Panhandle Health District encourages everyone 
to verify their family’s vaccination records with 
their primary care provider or through the Docket 
App. A person is considered immune if they were 
born before January 1, 1957, have a documented 
history of laboratory-confi rmed measles or have 
documentation that they received both doses of 
the MMR vaccine. The measles vaccine is highly 
effective, and for most people, two childhood dos-
es of vaccine is all they will ever need to protect 
themselves against measles for their lifetime. In 
the United States, MMR vaccine is given between 
12 and 15 months of age followed by another dose 
at 4 to 6 years of age. It can be given as early as 6 
months of age for those who are traveling to areas 
with known measles infections or in the event of a 
local outbreak of measles.

In 2024, cases of measles began to increase in the 
U.S.. So far in 2025, there have already been more 
cases than in all of 2024, with cases reported in 41 
jurisdictions including Washington, Montana, Or-
egon and Wyoming. Among those cases, 13% have 
been hospitalized, most of them children.

If you or a family member are experiencing mea-
sles symptoms, please call your primary care pro-
vider immediately. It is important to call your doc-
tor before going in. If you have further questions 
regarding measles or the MMR vaccine, please 
contact your healthcare provider For more infor-
mation about measles, visit www.cdc.gov/mea-
sles/about/index.html.

Before Hurricane Hits
DEAR PAW’S CORNER: Last 

year, my hometown of Houston was 
struck by unprecedented flooding 
when Hurricane Harvey, a power-
ful Category 4 storm, made landfall. 
Many of my neighbors lost almost 
everything. One of the great things 
that happened in the storm’s after-
math was a coordinated effort to 
rescue thousands of pets that were 
abandoned or escaped during the 
deluge. Many were reunited with 
their owners a few weeks later 
thanks to having up-to-date ID, 
license tags and microchips.

Please urge everyone in coastal 
areas to make sure they AND their 
pets are prepared in case of a storm. 
It can make a huge difference in 
keeping your pets safe and helping 
an entire area recover more quickly 
from a disaster. — Ted G., via email

DEAR TED: You told them, and I 
thank you. Being prepared to evacuate 
quickly in the event of a natural disaster 
is important, and it’s critically import-
ant to include your pets in the planning.

Have an evacuation kit that includes 
medication, copies of tough-to-re-
place paperwork, water and food 
— enough for each family member, 
and each pet. Include a sturdy leash 
for each pet. Keep pets’ carriers in an 
easy-to-access location to save time 
when preparing to leave.

Draw up an emergency evacuation 
plan for family and pets, including 
cellphone numbers, a location where 
everyone should gather, and steps 
you’ll each take in the evacuation pro-
cess. Have a shelter-in-place plan in 
case you are unable to evacuate in time 
or are advised to stay put.

Also have a plan for the aftermath, 
including places to stay long-term, 
like a pet-friendly hotel, and where to 
get medical help for family or pets.
