of the carton and fi ll it a quarter full with water.

Let kids tuck sprigs of dill or mint and several thick 
lemon, orange or lime slices in the water around the 
bottle. Set tape over the top of the bottle and attach 
to the outer sides of the carton to keep the bottle in 
place in the center of the carton. Freeze.

Remove the carton from the freezer, then fi ll with 
more water, fruit slices and herbs until the water 
reaches close to the top of the carton. Refreeze.

To use, tear off the carton with your kids to reveal 
the surprise creation. You may need to run warm 
water around the carton, or an adult may cut the 
length of the carton with a knife to release it easily.

Set a funnel on the mouth of the bottle and fi ll it 
with lemonade or your preferred beverage. Place 
the fi lled ice decanter on a rimmed plate lined with 
a thin towel. Wrap and tie a cloth napkin around the 
lower portion of the ice block for easy handling.

Extra Idea: Make a fl oral ice sculpture. Fill the car-
ton with water, add short-stemmed fl owers such as 
roses, and freeze. The fl owers will be suspended in 
the ice that encases the bottle.

Majestic Moose
There are few things in nature more majestic than 
a moose, but that doesn’t mean you would want one 
visiting your garden! A typical adult bull moose is 
about 6 feet tall and weighs over 1,000 pounds, mak-
ing the species the largest member of the deer fami-
ly. Most of us with gardens have seen the devastation 
a deer can wreak on fl owerbeds. Now imagine what 
an even bigger version could do. 

Moose are herbivores and can eat about 50 pounds 
of plant matter a day, and they aren’t picky about 
which plants they eat. Gardeners in the northern-
most U.S., especially Alaska, know that not much 
can get between a 1,000-pound animal and the 
trees, shrubs and vegetables it sees as a snack. Even 
a six-foot fence, the most reliable deterrent, doesn’t 
always work. But there are no such worries with this 
zinc garden fi gure of a moose, which sold for $3,328 
at New Orleans Auction Galleries. At 61 inches tall, 
it’s about the size of a real moose, antlers and all, 
but this one will accent your garden plants instead 
of eating them.

Q: I have two newspapers that I found in a rel-
ative’s historical storage box containing re-

search paperwork tracing their lineage. One is “The 
Rebel,” dated August 9, 1862. The other is “The 
Daily Citizen” (fi rst edition?) dated July 2, 1863. It is 
printed on a green fl oral designed wallpaper. How 
do I tell if they are authentic? 

A:Both of your newspapers have famously been 
copied and reprinted since the 19th centu-

ry. The earliest copies were made as souvenirs for 
G.A.R. reunions. Later ones were made to observe 
the 50th and 100th anniversaries of the Civil War. 
“The Daily Citizen” was published by J.M. Swords 
in Vicksburg, Mississippi. During the Civil War, 
many publishers in the South ran out of newsprint, 
so Swords printed issues of “The Daily Citizen” on 
wallpaper. The July 2, 1863, edition has a note from 
the Union forces that captured Vicksburg, declar-
ing “This is the last wall-paper edition” and “It will 
be valuable hereafter as a curiosity.” It is extremely

An echocardiogram or genetic testing 
can catch HCM early, helping prevent complications 
and guide treatment.

Why Does This Matter for Young Athletes?

HCM is the leading cause of sudden cardiac death 
in young athletes, sometimes with no warning signs. 
Research shows Black male athletes in high-intensi-
ty sports like football and basketball may be at high-
er risk.

In the past, athletes with HCM were often told to 
avoid intense exercise. Today, AHA/ACC/AMSSM/
HRS/PACES/SCMR Guideline for the Management 
of Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy have found many 
people with HCM can safely stay active. Each athlete 
should work with a doctor who understands HCM to 
create a safe exercise plan.

Where Can You Find Support?

Living with HCM can be overwhelming, but no one 
has to go through it alone. For example, the Ameri-
can Heart Association’s Support Network connects 
people with HCM, caregivers and loved ones so they 
can share experiences, ask questions and fi nd en-
couragement from others.

If you have a family history of heart disease, car-
diac arrest or HCM, talk to a doctor about getting 
screened.

Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy (HCM) Awareness 
Day, observed every year on the last Wednesday 
of February, is a chance to shine a light on a heart 
condition that runs in families but often goes undi-
agnosed. Knowing your family’s heart history could 
help prevent sudden cardiac death.

What is HCM?

HCM is the most common inherited heart disease, 
affecting 1 in 500 people in the U.S., according to 
the American Heart Association. It causes the heart 
muscle to thicken, making it harder for the heart to 
pump blood. Some people with HCM feel symptoms 
like fatigue, dizziness, chest pain or shortness of 
breath while others may not notice anything at all.

Because HCM runs in families, fi rst-degree rel-
atives – including parents, siblings and children 
– should be screened if a family member has been

On Aug. 11, 1806, while hunting for elk along the 
Missouri River, Meriwether Lewis was accidentally 
shot by one of his own men, likely Private Pierre 
Cruzatte, though Cruzatte, who was blind in one 
eye and nearsighted in the other, denied it.

The accident was de-
termined to have been caused by pilot error, with 
speculation that the pilots might have been rush-
ing their pre-fl ight checks to avoid incoming bad 
weather.

On Aug. 17, 1977, the day after Elvis Presley 
died, FTD delivered more than 3,100 fl oral ar-
rangements, not only cleaning out Memphis-area 
fl orists, but setting a record for the most fl owers 
sold in America in just one day.

baby animals can be dangerous, and usually once 
young animals are picked up by people they can’t be 
rehabilitated.

FWP does not accept, hold or rehabilitate moose, 
deer, elk and most other animals, including wa-
terfowl. If you bring a deer or elk to FWP, you’ll be 
asked to take the animal back to the site where it was 
found.  If the animal can’t be returned, it may need 
to be humanely euthanized. 

What can you do?

Leave it there. It’s natural for deer, elk, rabbits and 
birds to leave their young alone for extended peri-
ods of time.

Control your dog. Keep your dog under control, 
especially in the spring when newborn wildlife is 
most vulnerable. Pet owners can be cited and dogs 
that harass or kill wildlife may by law have to be 
destroyed.

Keep cats indoors. Many birds nest and feed on 
the ground. Young birds are also learning how to fl y, 
making them vulnerable to cats. The bacteria in cat 
saliva are toxic to birds, so even if a cat does not im-
mediately kill a bird, its bite often leads to infection 
and death.

Keep in mind. It is illegal to possess and care for a 
live animal taken from the wild.

If you are unsure if an animal needs help, call your 
local wildlife biologist.

To Help Baby Animals 
Survive, Leave Them 

Alone
— Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks —

If you’re out and about outside or even at home and 
you notice a baby animal alone, don’t take pity. Take 
off. You might think you’re saving a life, but you’re 
actually risking it.

It’s important to understand that wildlife care for 
their young much differently than humans One 
strategy that some species, particularly those spe-
cies typically preyed upon by other animals (deer, 
rabbits, birds), use is to distance themselves from 
their young for many hours at a time. This helps to 
keep predators away from their young. For example, 
fawns are born without a scent, and it is safer for 
them if their mother, who has a scent, is not nearby. 
This also can potentially distract a predator into fo-
cusing on the doe rather than its offspring.

Wild animals thrive better where they have plenty 
of natural habitat (food, water, shelter, space). The 
potential to spread wildlife disease is also a good 
reason to leave young wildlife alone. Baby ground 
squirrels, racoons and rabbits can carry zoonotic 
diseases, which means diseases that are infectious 
for humans. Examples include plague, hemorrhagic 
diseases and tularemia.

If you see a baby animal, whether a goose or a griz-
zly, keep your distance and leave it alone. Handling

Purple Heart Day History

Since 1932, Americans have celebrated Purple 
Heart Day on both Washington’s birthday and Valen-
tine’s Day. Some states and cities observed the day 
in their own way at different times throughout the 
year. Each declaration encouraged citizens to sup-
port wounded veterans with the purchase of a pur-
ple viola.

No matter when the observance occurred, it rec-
ognized the men and women killed and wounded in 
combat and their heroic actions. As the day evolved, 
it more commonly was observed on the day of the 
Purple Heart’s creation, August 7, 1782.

Purple Heart Day
August 7th

— National Day Calendar —

Purple Heart Day, on August 7th, commemorates 
the creation of the oldest American military deco-
ration for military merit. The Purple Heart honors 
the men and women who are of the Military Order of 
the Purple Heart. During the American Revolution-
ary War, the Badge for Military Merit decorated six 
known soldiers.

General George Washington created the Badge of 
Merit in 1782. Washington intended the honor to 
be presented to soldiers for “any singularly meri-
torious action.” Its design included a purple, heart-
shaped piece of silk bound with a thin edge of silver. 
Across the face, the word Merit was embroidered in 
silver. While the badge symbolized the courage and 
devotion of an American Patriot, no one knows who 
designed the award.

Until Washington’s 200th birthday, the Purple 
Heart persisted as a Revolutionary War footnote. 
Through the efforts of General Douglas MacAr-
thur, the U.S. War Department created the Order of 
the Purple Heart. Today the medal bears a bust of 
George Washington and his coat of arms.

While an accurate and complete list of names no 
longer exists, National Geographic recently estimat-
ed that nearly 1.9 million service members have 
earned Purple Hearts since its creation. It is the 
oldest U.S. military honor still bestowed upon ser-
vice members today. Until 1944, the Purple Heart 
recognized service members’ commendable actions 
as well. Then in 1944, the requirements limited the 
award to only those wounded or killed in combat.

On Road Trips, Pet Safety and 

Comfort are Premiums

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: My girlfriend and I are 
traveling across the country to a relative’s wed-
ding in about six weeks. We decided to make it 
a road trip so that we can bring along our two 
small dogs, “Jeannie” and “Peppy.” Jeannie 
loves traveling by car, but Peppy gets anxious 
even on short trips. What’s your advice for keep-
ing him calm? Will hotels allow the dogs in? -- 
Carol and Ginny in Philadelphia

DEAR CAROL & GINNY: A road trip with a dog 
can be one of the most rewarding experiences 
you’ll ever have. But planning ahead of time for 
your dog’s comfort and safety is really important. 

Collaborate with the veterinarian as you prepare 
-- they can recommend specifi c training, calm-
down techniques and prescribe antianxiety med-
ication as well.

Desensitization and counterconditioning may 
help. It takes consistent daily training, and could 
take longer than you have before the upcoming 
trip. Start outside the car with Peppy on a leash. 
The moment he shows stressed behaviors (yawn-
ing, lip licking, barking, pulling away) pause or 
back away until he relaxes again. Then, using lots 
of praise, move toward the car. Ideally, you’ll get 
closer each session until you fi nally climb into 
the back seat with Peppy and sit together for a 
short period. Here’s a link with more details on

Meantime, plan your driving route. The major 
booking apps now have a “pet-friendly” fi lter set-
ting so you can locate accommodating hotels and 
reserve rooms. You’ll also want to mark rest stops 
along the highways and set a timer (every two 
hours or so) to stop and stretch. 

Lastly, make sure to include the dogs’ medica-
tions, food, toys, leashes and medical records in 
your packing list, and have them wear their col-
lars with vaccination tag and ID tag in case you’re 
separated.
